SHIP AHOY?

IT HAS BEEN described many differ
ent ways by many different people. To
me, it is the closest man has come to
unravelling nature's charms. It's flirting
with the gulls soaring high above the
water, the powerful whine of an eager
engine behind you, the smell of the
outdoors, the crisp, sharp feel of spray
against your face.

It's docking before sundown and
pitching camp in time to see the day
birds roost, to hear the shocking still
ness of the early evening twilight, sud
denly broken by a cacophony of night
birds and the frogs and small rodents
they prey upon, to hear the crackling of
the brush around you as small and
large animals make their way to the
water's edge for food and drink—or the
simple kinship of other animals—all the
while the crickets chanting their chorus
in the background. Well, it's a feeling
like no other on earth! And it's yours
practically for the asking.

If you own a boat, you've only to
milk a couple of days from your busy
schedule and go. For you, boat camp
ing is a reality resting just around the
next bend. If you don't own a boat,
hang in there. You've got two options
available to you (legally, at least). Buy
... or rent.

Renting a boat these days isn't any
where near as complicated as it once
was, Simply phone your favorite marina
(check the Yellow Pages or dial long
distance for out-of-town help) and tell
them what you have in mind, where
you're going to go, how large a boat
you'll need, for how many days, etc.
They'll rent you just the right craft,
suited precisely to your boating needs,
or tell you who to contact who will.
Normally, you'll have to leave a deposit.
But no fret here, either. It won't be
much, it will include the cost of insur
ance (be sure you check out just how
much insurance coverage you're get
ting), and you can apply the deposit
toward the rental fee on your return.
Not too painful, is it?

Buying a boat is a bit more compli
cated . . . and expensive. But if you

plan on doing a lot of boating in the
coming years, you'll be miles ahead in
the long run.

If you're thinking about springing for
a new boat, check out the boating and
outdoors shows, as well as local ma
rinas and dealers. They can give you a
pretty good idea of the boat best suited
to your needs (as to size, type, hull
construction, etc.). Once you settle on
the boat you want, start checking out
the motor best for you.

You might be interested in Mercury's
idea of offering electric starters on all
its outboards from 40 to 150 h.p., for
example. But don't stop short. Check
out Johnson, Evinrude, all the leading
outboard manufacturers, and compare.
That's the name of the game. And
since you're going to be one of the

players, you'd might as well start out
right.

If you've pretty much decided to
pass up the new model boats for a used
beauty, PROCEED WITH CAUTION! As
in buying a used car, you may be opt
ing for someone else's headaches.
Sure, a used boat costs less than a
new one, but if you're going to sink 30,
40, 50 percent or more of your initial
investment into repairs, who's the big
winner?

The first step to take in buying a
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used boat is to contact a reputable
Yacht Broker. Ask your banker or a
boat-owner friend for recommendations.
The Broker will ask you what you're
looking for, and in what price range,
and help you to find it. Then he'll act
as sort of a seagoing negotiator, re
commending to the seller what the
boat's fair market value is and to the
buyer when he's getting a good deal.

Next, ask your Broker to recommend
a Marine Surveyor. He'll examine the
boat on which you're floating your
future dreams and then make out a de
tailed list of every fault he finds and
every addition needed to bring the
craft up to Coast Guard Regulation
standards. Once you know the "real"
cost of the boat, the asking price plus
the repair tag figures, you can go back
to the seller and dicker.

Complicated? A little. But worth all
the effort in the long run. Once you're
satisfied the price is right and the boat
is what you want, go ahead, take the
plunge. And welcome aboard! A world
of fun, excitement, and relaxation
awaits. If you run your boat in a com
petent, efficient manner, and invest a
little off-season time in maintenance,

you'll receive many long years of boat
ing pleasure in return. To live, to re
live, to recall. And more than that you
couldn't ask.

Unlike the 54% of all burglars who
are under 18 years of age and "oppor-
^unistic" type thieves, this man was a
pro. Unlike the vast majority of bur
glars who steal from those in their own



area of town, he would roam about
picking and choosing the neighborhood
he wanted to hit.

Where the majority of burglaries are
in the lower income sections of most
towns, this man's favorite targets were
middle-class homes. In but a few silent
minutes in the dark of night, he would
enter and select the most valuable and
easy to fence items. Without a sound he
would load up and (you'll pardon the
expression) steal away into the dark
ness. This craftsman was making in the
neighborhood of $1200 per week, which
isn't bad for a few hours of night work.

Did he carry a gun? Heaven forbid!
He wouldn't think of it, this night
prowler. Guns are for shooting folks,
something he never planned to do. At

/

first, in fact, his biggest worry was
getting shot himself. He had long since
planned to quickly throw his hands in
the air if he was discovered in a home
at night, but you never knew what
some frightened homeowners might try.

This, even though police departments
do not recommend "shooting it out"
with intruders, or for that matter even
keeping a gun on the premises. Guns,
police insist, are no deterrent to bur
glars. But, astonishingly, they do openly
suggest one other item which, by it
self, will "stop the vast majority of
burglaries to the home." One simple
item. Inexpensive, easy-lo-install, and
yet used by few homeowners.

This item is the one-inch dead bolt.
More about it later.

"We, the public, have made the job of the
thief easy because we refuse to believe that

he will steal from us. Then it happens."
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Eventually, the worry about getting
shot faded from our burglar's mind.
He found that he could glide into the
very bedroom of the homeowner and
his wife and while they slept lift the
money from the poor guy's wallet. Once
he tried on several pairs of shoes until
he found a brand-new pair that suited
him, so he took them too.

The challenge in his career was go
ing . . . going . . . gone. He was bored.
He needed to spice up his life a bit.
He thought about his problem. Dogs?
Ah, that could be the answer. He
would limit his midnight visitations to
houses with dogs (a burglar deterrent,
according to police). Success continued
unabated. With a dog in the very next
room, a soundly sleeping dog, this mid
night skulker would select what he
wanted, load it into a sack, and creep
out the way he had crept in.

Before long the challenge of his oc
cupation, which had once seemed so
exciting and stimulating, again began
to fade. Was there nothing which
could add the spice he so needed to
his life? Was success to be a curse
rather than a blessing?

Who, he asked himself, would be
most unlikely to be burgled? A home
owner with a gun? No, he'd tried that.
They just left their homes open and
then slept through his act. A home with
a dog? No, they slept, too. Then sud
denly he had it, the perfect solution
to his dilemma. He would rob only
policemen] Not that he had anything
personally against policemen in gen
eral. They were only doing their job,
as he was doing his. But they could
add the stimulation he needed, for
police officers were very, very .sharp
about burglars, and they were anried,
and everybody knew they slept with
one eye open.

This time he went too far, and after
a month or so on the job, he was caught
and retired. But the point is clear. It is
very easy to enter and steal from most
homes today. It is also very easy to
steal bicycles and garden tools and
cars and coffeepots and TVs and bed
side shoes. We, the public, have made
the job of the thief easy because we
refuse to believe that he will steal
from us. Maybe from somebody across
town, or even down the street, but
not from us. Then it happens.

Yet if you take almost any steps to
harden your own home, and your own
belongings, if you heed but a few of the
following suggestions, you will be
passed by for an easier mark. The thief
knows that he doe.sn't have to fight
your reluctance to be robbed, for others
are much more cooperative.
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Firsty Tnj To Keep Him Outside
Never give him an even break. Make

it difficult for him. Did you know that
somewhat more than 50% of all home
burglaries are committed during the
daxjlight hours? A man walks up to a
home, rings the bell, and waits. If
somebody answers, he "wings it" with
a lame excuse of some sort. He asks
for "Mr. Jones" or "Mr. Smith" or
somebody, then apologizes and leaves.
But if he gets no answer, he opens the
front door in one of the different ways
we will attempt to foil here, and he is
in. To neighbors, it may even appear
he has a key, so easy and quick is the
entrance ... if they were even watching
in the first place.

The one inch deadbolt, day or night,
is one of the most important deterrents.
According to police, burglars prefer to
enter by a door, most often the front
door. If your doors have this long bolt,
and if it is snapped all the way to the
stop into a metal latch, entry is made
more difficult than the poor burglar
wishes to face. And without an open
door, how is he going to carry out his
loot? He will move on, perhaps scar
ring your door in an effort to enter be
fore he leaves, but he'll go.

There are other ways to discourage
burglars. You will have changed the
locks when you first moved in, to re
move the possibility of easy entry from
spare keys floating around. Previous
tenants of your house or apartment, or
employees, may have keys.
'All outside doors should have pin-
tumbler locks for best protection.
"Doors with glass panels should also
have double cylinder locks which re
quire keys on the inside. Otherwise a
burglar could merely break the glass
panel, reach in, and switch open the
latch.

"Exterior doors which open outward
should have hinges of a type where
the pins cannot be removed. The door
can be lifted out if the pins can be
removed from the hinges.
"Never use locks which open with a
.skeleton key. Anybody can buy them
where you bought them.
"Door molding should be tight in the
area of mortise locks to prevent them
from being shimmed with a flat piece
of celluloid or other item (a credit
card?) There are recommended locks
with two shimproof moving parts in
the latch. Ask any locksmith.
"Sliding glass doors are easily forced,
and favorites of burglars. Use one or
more of several available secondary
locks as an extra precaution, for the
locks built into the doors of this type
are generally child's play to a thief.
Also, place a wooden or metal dowel
in the bottom track to keep the door
from sliding.
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"Slide bolts and chains on the inside
of all outer doors are inexpensive and
efficient, and deter burglars.
"Safety locks on all louvred windows
make these easy-to-enter openings more
difficult for the burglar.
"Garages should be kept locked to pre
vent burglars from using your own
tools to force entry into your house,
as well as to keep them from stealing
tools, stored items, auto parts and other
things kept in the garage.
"Many police departments are recom
mending locks inside all outer doors to
keep a burglar from opening doors to
get loot out (after he has crawled in
through a window or other smaller
opening).

Where we will always have the drug
addict who must get in to steal some
thing to sell to support his habit (and
he is so desperate he would use nitro
to effect entry), and where we will
always have the juvenile "thrill" burglar
who does it just for fim or challenge,
just some of the above tips will quite
often stop the professional burglar,
and most of the opportunistic burglars.
You will have made it too dangerous
for the pro, and you will have removed
the opportunity for the other type.
Both will go on down the street, where
the loot is probably equal, and the
pickings much easier.

Never give a thieS an
even break. Make it
difficult. Harden your
target.

Meanwhile, if you should come home
and find one of your doors or windows
open from being jimmied, don't go in
side. The burglar might still be there.
Call the police, wait for them and then
do as they say. If it turns out to be a
false alarm, they won't mind much . . .
and you could be saving your property,
and even your life.

The above list, in fact, suggests the
single greatest deterrent to the burglar
... for the truth is, there is no home
he cannot enter eventually. You must
force him to make noise, or to take
time. He can afford neither.

That is why, generally speaking,
burglars prefer front or back doors
to windows. Of course they can
break a window, reach in, unlock, and
enter, but breaking glass makes noise.
You can forget the TV gambit where
the sneak thief scribes a circle on glass,
fastens a suction cup, puUs out the cir
cle silently, and reaches in to the lock.
Where this looks mighty neat on TV, if
you have ever watched a glass cutter at
work, you know that the cutter scratch
must be tapped from the other side
before it breaks clean. And if the bur
glar was on the other side, he wouldn't
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need to break the glass in the first
place.

If you plan to be away for a period of
time, the police offer several tips and
many police departments will even ar
range for a cruiser to glide past upon
occasion, just to look your place over.
The sad truth is, there is a burglary
committed every 15 seconds in the
United States. And these burglaries,
according to the lock-making Weiser
Company, cost us nearly $300,000,000
every year, since only about 5% of all
stolen loot is ever recovered. This stolen
loot, presumably, does not come from
homes equipped with Weiser locks, but
that is another story.
"A home which has a "lived-in" look
is often skipped by burglars looking for
easy pickings. Never leave notes on the
door, milk or newspapers stacking on
the porch, or mail flowing from the
box. Neighbors are generally glad to
be of help in keeping down these ob
vious signs of the homeowner being
away, and even in keeping the lawn
mowed and watered during your ab
sence.

"You cannot find a place to hide the
key that the burglar cannot discover
if he has time, so just don't leave "emer
gency" keys behind unless you plan to
bury them (but not in a porch flower
pot).
"Leave at least one interior light on,
and consider leaving a radio playing.
Timers can be purchased at low cost
which will turn lights and appliances
on and off at pre-set times to make the
house appear lived in.
"Inform neighbors that you are leaving,
and how long you will be gone. They
can be extra alert for suspicious people
on your property. You can even leave
a key with a neighbor so your place
can be periodically inspected. While
the neighbor is inside, he can vary the
positions of the shades and blinds to
fool anybody "casing" your place.
But If He Gets In.. .

First of all, do nothing. Don't shout,
scream or panic if you awaken to find
somebody in the house, or in your bed
room. If you can, quietly call the po
lice, but only if you can without him
hearing you. If he is in the room with
you, don't fight him, and don't panic.
Feign sleep. Cooperate if he awakens
you (but try to memorize his descrip
tion). Give him what he wants.

You can help yourself and police by
listing all of your valuables, and by
labeling them. Obtain a standard form,
available from any police department
and most insurance companies, sub-di-
vided so that you don't forget anything.
In the auto, motorcycle and scooter sec
tion will be spaces for listing make,
color, license number and serial num
ber. In the bicycle section there will



be a space for color, make, and frame
number (and police department lic
ense number, if your police offer this
.service). There will be a section for
gun.s with spaces for make, caliber and
serial numbers, for electronic equip
ment with model and serial number
spaces, and for major appliances, sport
ing goods, power tools and some forms
even have a section for credit card num
bers.

Imagine how helpful such a list
would be to police if you are ever
robbed. With such positive identifica
tion of your property, your burglar
might be the one in many who would
actually have to go to jail for robbing
you (the majority do not, due to the
difficulty of proving a case against them
if they are not caught red-handed, and
lenient court attitudes toward juveniles
and other offenders).

Also, without such positive identifi
cation, it is quite likely that the police
cannot return your belongings even if
you know the loot belongs to you. It
will probably be disposed of at a pub-
He auction. Your furs, for example, are
not at all safe with a label with your
name on it. With the label removed,
the fur is no longer identifiable. You
must mark each skin, under the lining,
for positive identificaton. Then hst the
ID mark on your list of valuables. The
police will accept this.

And consider how such a record will
help you in subsequent dealings with
your insurance company, assuming your
property falls in the 95% not recovered.

In Southern California, a huge sav
ings and loan company, Coast and
Southern Federal Savings, periodically
runs a double-column, six inch ad in
the metropolitan newspapers. The head
line says FRUSTRATE FELONS, and
the ad goes on to offer a unique tool.
With this tool, which you can bor
row from the firm free of charge, you
can engrave all of your valuables with
your name or some other identifying
mark or number. You can etch ID
into everything from bikes to TV sets,
and even the coffee pot and toaster. ID
which cannot be removed. What pawn
shop owner is going to touch merchan
dise plainly belonging to somebody oth
er than the shady character tiying to
pawn it?

This ID system is now offered by
either the police department or the
town council in over 400 cities in the
United States. Ask your own city po
lice if an electric marking tool is avail
able through them on loan. Quite
often you can then deposit a list of
marked items with the same depart
ment.

IN ALL America no hidden-treasure
lure has equaled that of the Lost Dutch
man's golden millions concealed "some
where" in Arizona's mysterious old Su
perstition Mountain. For more than a
century, hopefuls have trekked into
its dangerous canyons seeking gold that
reputedly lies free for the taking. Many
have been killed, warnings are constant
ly issued, yet the fascination of the
legend remains.

Only a few months ago, a young Chi-
cagoan driving to California camped in
the mountain's shadow. Next morning,
on impulse, he climbed into its awesome
crags, miles from any human habitation.
Suddenly, someone unseen began
shooting at him from a distance. As he
ran, tumbling and rolling down the
slopes, a bullet grazed him.

Luckily he managed to e.scape and
after first aid moved on westward,
completely cured of gold fever.

Superstition Mountain, actually a
range 30 miles long and 10 across, has
cost the lives of at least 400 who were
trying to bring out or to find the treas-



ure in its Lost Dutchman Mine. Thous
ands of others have suffered hardships
and despair, ignoring the warnings that
Arizona sheriffs have issued again and
again over the decades about danger
ous precipices, water scarcity, the
chances of getting lost, javelins, moun
tain lions and rattlesnakes.

You can buy maps purporting to
show the mine's location for from 50
cents to $50,000.

One man came out from St. Louis,
got to talking freely in the bars around
Phoenix and presently bought himself
an impressive map for a mere S50.
When he sobered up he sold it for $100
and went on back to St. Louis—the
smart man.

Some years ago, George Holmes, who
knew the mountain well, was approach
ed by a hopeful tenderfoot who asked,
"Could you just tell me where the water
holes are?"

George couldn't describe them verb
ally, so he tore off a piece of wrapping
paper, made a hurried pencil sketch of
the mountain with its main canyons and
peaks, put in some trails, landmarks and
springs. For good measure he made an
X where the mine was suppoficd to be.

He never saw the tenderfoot again.
But seven years later, in another town,
a stranger approached George Holmes
with an air of great mystery. For just
$100, he said, George could have a
guaranteed copy of a secret Mexican
map locating the Lost Dutchman Mine.

You've guessed it—it was his own
crude penciled sketch.

The romantic background which led
to the mine's discovery adds much to its
lure. It has come down through the
years by word of mouth, doubtless with
embellishments, yet with just enough
"proof" to be intriguing.

According to the story, more than a
century ago, in a hacienda in Sonora, a
handsome young mtm named Carlos se
duced pretty Rosita Maria Peralta. Then
he fled for his life.

"Go drag the scoundrel back!" the
girl's father, Don Miguel Peralta, or
dered an Indian tracker. "With my own
hands I will tear the vitals from him!"

The Indian set out on his trail and
weeks later returned with a report that
caused the scandal to be completely for
gotten. Young Carlos, fleeing far to the
northward, had stumbled onto an out
cropping of pure gold ore, a gleaming
bonanza richer than any Aztec treasure.

Carlos himself had been accidentally
drowned on the trip back, but the In
dian had brought sample nuggets as
proof.

His report fired the imagination of
Don Miguel who sent out an expedition
which did indeed bring back rich b eas-
lue. Old church records in Sonora tell
of that. Bigger expeditions brought back
still more gold.

The mine was located high in a vast,
rugged mountain where the Indians'
Thunder Gods lived. (On hot after
noons you can still hear them pounding
their gargantuan tom-toms, the sound
reverberating from cliff to cliff.) The
red men were furious because white
men hud desecrated their sacred moun

tain.

At about this time, 1848, the United
States acquired the region in which the
mountain lay, via the Treaty of Guada-
lupe Hidalgo. Don Miguel knew the
gringos would not tolerate his mining
there, so before they could take pos
session he sent in a final expedition
made up of 400 picked men and some
600 horses and pack mules.

The men dug the ore, smelted it
crudely into concentrates and started
homeward with a fortune. Without
warning, an iirmy of Apaches came
shrieking out of the dawn onto the
treasure caiTiers.

The men were slaughtered, the ani
mals stolen, the ore—useless to red men
—scattered. Vengeance for the Thun
der Gods had been wreaked in blood.
Only two lives were spared—two boys
who during the carnage crawled into
the brush and escaped detection.

Twenty-odd years passed, while coy
otes and buzzards cleaned the victims'
bones, and white pioneers began filter
ing through the desert wastes into this
picturesque land. Among them was a
fierce prospector named Jacob Walz,
called "Old Snowbeard the Dutchman."

He, too, ran afoul of Apaches and,
in fleeing from them, came onto a trail
made by white men. He followed it
high into Superstition Moimtain where
he found three Mexicans at work in Don
Miguel Peralta's rich mine.

Two explained that they were the
boys who had escaped the massacre,
had made their way home, grown up
and returned with a friend to claim the
treasure they felt was rightly theirs now.

Feeling secure in being three to one,
they naively showed Old Snowbeard the

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mine shaft. There he saw the richest ore
hi.s eyes had ever beheld; not just dust,
but nuggets the size of walnuts, veins
as brilliant as the sun.

\Vlien his hosts were off guard, Walz
snatched up a rifle, shot all three to
death, dropped their bodies into a crev
ice and piled rocks over them.

In Phoenix he got diiink, and boasted
that he had the richest gold mine in the
world. It is said that when men tried
secretly to follow him in to his lode,
he outwitted and killed them.

Walz carefully concealed the mine
while he worked it for 15 years. Then,
in 1884, Old Snovvbeard lay dying of
pneumonia. As his last act he called his
friend Dick Holmes to his bedside,

"In the chest under my bed," he
wheezed, "is a handful of nuggets and
a map to the mine. They're all yours.
The mine is near the peak called Weav
er's Needle, not far from a palo verde
tree."

But though Holmes searched for
years, he could not find the shaft Walz
told of concealing.

Dick's son George Holmes (he
whose wrapping-paper "map came
back to him) also searched for years
with no results. Both were respected
citizens in Arizona and their story has
helped the legend snowball through the
years.

Thousands have sought the Lost
Dutchman Mine since then, among
them Adolf Ruth, who lived a prosaic
life in Washington as a government
clerk. Ruth's son, a physician, while
visiting in Mexico in 1913 befriended a
distinguished Mexican family and as a
souvenir was given an old map pur
porting to locate a treasure some 200
miles to the north.

Back home, the doctor casually
showed it to his father, who knew the
the Superstition story. And the map
fitted right into it!

Adolf Ruth left his job, drove to Ari
zona, hired two cowboys to take him
and supplies deep into Superstition
Mountain. "Meet me back here in 30
days," he told them, and went on in
alone.

Ruth did not keep that appointment.
The search for him lasted weeks and
was finally abandoned.

Months later, a hound dog with an
archaeological expedition found a hu
man skull. The scientists searched the
area and a half a mile away came upon
Ruth's headless torso, also his last camp.
All his personal effects were there ex
cept one—the Mexican map was miss
ing! And the skull, probably carried off
by a hungiy wolf or coyote, showed two
unmistakable bullet holes*.

His death remains a mystery.
Other.s since then have been shot at

by assailants unknown. Officers have
been unable to locate anyone who might
have done the shooting. One theory is
that some modern-day fanatic is trying
to guard the mine.

Actually, the gravest danger up there
is thirst, exhaustion and confusion. For
Superstition is a bewildering maze of
canyons. One man claims to have gotten
lost up there, wandered into a cave and
found a few "sticks" of crudely smelted
ore that must surely have been the
Mexicans' concentrates, molded by
pouring into rock hollows.

Have the other concentrates scattered
by the Indians been found over the
years? Who knows? The beasure hunt
ers still keep coming.

An organization of western business
and professional men sponsors from
time to time a trek into the mountains
to have a go at searching for the mine.
It is more in fun than in earnest, of
course, but it's just possible that some
tenderfoot may yet stumble onto the
secret of Old Snowbeard's fabulous lost
lode. •

DOWN UNDER

W. *'W"TL-;•'*..

Beginning just south of New Guinea,
Auslralia's Great Barrier Reef extends
for 1,250 miles along its northeastern
shoreline nearly to Brisbane—the might
iest structure ever built on earth or in
the ocean by living things—a coral wall
almost equal to the miles between New
York and Miami. While hundreds of
islands poke up out of the waters be
tween the mainland and the reef, only
Heron at the south and Green Island
to the north rest upon the coral struc
ture itself. I chose Heron for a walk
on the reef.

The man back on the mainland
said, "If you're going to Heron let me
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give you some advice. Unless you've
got a big supply of Dramamine take
the helicopter." He described the boat
trip as "five hours of puie purgatory."

Although Heron is only 40 miles off
shore, the boat is small and the swells
are big. At Aii'fast's helicopter counter,
I handed the man $25, he handed me
a ticket and a life jacket and we took
off, flapping above gin-clear rainbow
lagoons and hovering over great black
manta rays with 10-foot wingspreads,
immense sea turtles, and dozens of
other sea life taking shelter inside the
reef. Thirty minutes later Heron rose
out of the sea, a swath of jungle with
a white sand skirt, barely half a mile
long and a quarter mile wide—an island
alive with the cries of thousands of
birds, among them the heron. As the
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helicopter fluttered to the beach, an
Australian girl with black, waist-length
hair shouted, "Welcome to our island"
and then led us to our rooms.

Heron is an island for contemplat
ing, a place to unplug the soul and un
ravel the nerves, to study the miracle
of life which gives way to death and
the creation of the reef itself. Archi
tects of the reef are polyps, micro
scopic flower-like animals which se
crete a calcium-like skeleton. In turn
the polyp eventually dies and the skele
ton remains, the coral of which the
Great Barrier Reef has been created
during an interminable 30 million
years, each infinitesimal skeleton build
ing one upon the other until the reef
was securely joined.

Bearded Robert Sisson, a fellow of



the Biological Photographic Assn., was
on Heron, studying, photographically,
the sex life of the polyps for National
Geographic magazine. Doubtless it
won't be X-rated. Sisson described the.
activity as "about as exciting as my own
sex life on this island."

Like the reef itself, Heron has been
millions of years in the making. Dur
ing long eternities the sea has pounded
away at the coral, pulverizing it and
spreading it as sand atop the reef.
Later, tides swept ashore seeds and
in turn flowers and trees grew: coconut
palms, pisonia, lournefortia, pandanus,
and casuarinas. Afier this, the island
became a natural sanctuary for untold
thousands upon thousands of birds:
the noddy teni, the crested tern, the
heron and the mutton bird which flies
thousands of miles from Siberia and
Manchuria to escape the blizzards of
winter. The branches of trees on Heron
are black with birds. Offshore, schools
of fish leap from the lagoon. The life is
everywhere.

We took a dip and scared up a
manta ray. It swam playfully alongside
us. Heron's Lagoon covers 12 square
miles of living coral. Its waters are a
trap for nearly 1,200 different species
of sea life which marine scientists have
recorded here. Between late October
and April, immense sea turtles struggle
ashore by darkness to lay their eggs.
Using their huge flippers, they scoop
away the sand and cover the eggs be
fore returning to the sea. Within six
to 10 weeks their offspring—no bigger
than your fist—claw their way to the
daylight outside and paw for the water
and safety from marauding gulls and
ghost crabs.

Ordinarily the turtle, after laying her
eggs, returns to the sea well before sun
rise. But the other morning I ran
across a turtle still struggling back to
the ocean. She stood motionless in my
path, exhausted, her own path extend
ing like a giant tire track leading to a
pandanus tree where she'd buried her
eggs, I stood silently. The sun was ris
ing. Thousands of birds chattered in
the trees. Others circled overhead.
Slowly the turtle moved again. Her
efforts to perpetuate the life-cycle were
completed and now she was eager to
reach the safety of the sea.

Finally climbing upon a large rock,
she plunged into the sea. With the
giant flippers she used to dig her nest
she swam several yards. Then with her
head ]>obbing out of the water she
searched for the place on shore where
she'd buried her eggs. She remained
this way for several minutes, Head still
bobbing out of the water. This would
be the end. She would not return. Sud
denly she was gone. Later, her new-

bom would struggle from the sand.
Then, just as she had done, they would
find their way to the sea and disap
pear.

Several hours after the turtle episode,
the tide reached its ebb and I took a
walk on the reef, hiking half a mile
to a point where it plunges to dark
ness. It is here that the big sharks
play. Not within the reef itself. Only
a few hours earlier the reef was filled
with water to a depth of 20 feet. Now

mitive atmosphere are nearly three
dozen other shelters priced at $15 a
day—a room with a bed and no bath.
Guests either bathe in the ocean or
share a community shower near a pan
danus grove.

Obviously, luxury isn't Heron's hall
mark. You come to Heron to fish, sun
bathe, skin dive, walk along the reef
and otherwise enjoy the glory of smog-
less skies and noiseless nights. Cost
for a full day aboard a chartered fish-

I walked knee-deep beside clusters of
rainbow colored coral: pink, rust, rose
green, gold and mauve. Sea anemones
were at my feet. Schools of pilchards
darted through the waters. Crabs
crawled among the coral and clams
slammed shut their shells.

Heron is an adventure, an island
which closes down for six weeks fol
lowing January for the cyclone period.
Except for 11 acres, it is a national
park, the 11 acres under lease by two
Americans and three Australians who
operate the resort facilities. Its dozen
Reef View suites are cooled by ceiling
fans and furnished with king-sized
beds, TV sets, coffeemakers and re
frigerators. The tab, double or single,
starts at $50 a day along with meals.
More in keeping with the island's pri-
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ing boat or a picnic outing to a neigh
bor island comes to $5 a head. To put
Heron into proper focus, it is 1,100
miles north of Sydney and 400 miles
north of Brisbane.

Guests are delivered to the airport
at Gladstone by Trans Australian Air
lines or Ansett. After this they flap the
remaining 40 miles aboard one of Air-
fast's choppers, great dragonflies that
glisten against the azure sky. Others
with a goodly supply of Dramamine
take the plunge by boat. From Heron
there are outings to Wistari Reef and
other coral islands; Wilson Wreck,
Northwest, Tryon. Erskine, Masthead^
North Reef and One Tree.

More than 600 islands are strung
along the 1,250-mile Great Barrier Reef
and swimming inside the immense la-
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goon is nearly every variety of ocean
life known to man. Guests of Green
Island at the northern end of the reef
study the marine life from an under
water observatory. In between Green
and Heron are Hayman Island with
its sophisticated nightlife, Lindeman Is
land, Dunk, Great Keppel, and others.
Several cruise ships sail among these
islands, primarily the Whitsunday
group, the prices ranging from $80 to
$145 per passenger for five days. Most
trips cast off from the small settlement
of Mackay on the Australian mainland.
The skipper furnishes everything but
the evening martinis—a BYO cruise
with magnificent sunsets and carefree
days. Wistfully, you'll recall the scene
the next time you get hooked in a
freeway traffic bash.

Back on the Australian mainland—
about 400 miles south of the Reefs
southern edge—sun worshippers settle
in at Surfer's Paradise. Surfer's Para
dise is an uninhibited parcel of real
estate crowded with girls, bistros and
boutiques, a swinging vacation center
for the young, the old and even the
infirm. Facing Australia's famed Gold
Coast, 650 miles north of Sydney, Sur
fers is a mixture of Miami and Ft. Lau-
derdale with a dash of Waikiki Beach.

Said the man from the Gold Goast
City Council: "The local government
encourages shapely girls to shop in their
bikinis, drink in their bikinis—or do
whatever else comes to mind in a bi
kini." And all along we've been led to
believe that Australia was at least a
century behind the United States.

The super span of Surfers is Cavill
Ave., a two-block-long string of shops,
nightclubs and cafes, the whole mish
mash colliding headlong with the ocean
at one end and the Nerang River at
the other. Focal point for action along
Cavill Ave. is the lighthouse-shaped
Surfers Paradise Hotel whose manage
ment, lacking no conceit, claims the ho
tel is the "liveliest spot on the Gold
Coast." What with four bars, a beer
garden and a drive-in bottle shop, it
is likewise the wettest spot between the
Nerang River and the Pacific Ocean.
The hotel appeared shortly after Jim
Cavill arrived on the scene in 1923,
paying for the plot with eight $10
bills. Cavill, a refugee from nearby
Brisbane, sold out 20 years later for
$370,000, a property offered on the
market today for $1 million. You are
beginning to understand why they call
this the Gold Coast?

Rates at the old hotel remain one of

Surfers' better bargains, what with both
bed and breakfast coming to a whop
ping $4 to $6-a-day, in the slack sea
son, and $5 to $6.50-a-day during the
busy December-January holiday period.
The nip is slightly higher at the glit
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tering new 20-story Surfers Chateau,
the undisputed queen of the Gold
Coast. What with TV, piped music,
king-size beds and a lobby awash with
chandeliers, it is the Fontainbleau of
the strip, the rooms bid at $11 single
and $13 double with suites available
for $25.

Residents of Brisbane, an hour's drive
north, share not only Surfers Paradise
but a couple of dozen other Gold
Coast colonies with the citizens of Syd
ney, a jet hour away. With the lucra
tive lure of tourism well established,
locals formed the Gold Coast Cit\'
Council whose mayor, Bruce Small, re
fers to the entire 26 miles of resort
communities—from Southport to Cool-
angatta-as his "string of pearls." It is
at Coolangatta that the surfers crowd
streets and beaches with their boards
and VW vans. At Greenmount and Kir-
ra beaches they ride magnificent waves
over half mile spans of salty foam.

Likewise, Coolangatta is the Gold
Coast's bargain beach, its guest house
center. For as little as $1.50 a night
a surfer and his board are welcomed at
dozens of ocean-front residences. Two-
bedroom apartments rent for $30 a
week and fresh caught seafood sells
for a pittance. Shelter is provided at
hundreds of hotels, motels and inns
along the Gold Coast for up to 120,000
vacationers a night, a figure nearly
double the permanent population. A
marathon of jets whisks visitors from
Sydney at $26.50 a head. Last year
vacationers along the 26-mile strip
shoveled out an estimated $130 mil
lion—still another reason for calling
this the Gold Coast.

Less than five years ago pessimists
were predicting doom for the area.
After being battered by Hurricane Di
nah, reports circulated that ihe entire
Gold Coast had washed into the sea.

'And I say your blacktop sealer
is not quick drying."



It look Mayor Bruce Small to turn
the tide from loss to gain. Recruiting
a lineup of beach beauties, he dressed
them in golden bikinis and took off on
tour. Parading them as the Golden
Girls, soon he had the attention of all
Australia focused once more on the
glamorous ocean strip. The swinging
mayor and his skimpily clad girls
toured every state in Australia and
jetted to New Zealand. By Christmas,
1968, tourists were flocking back to the
the Gold Coast in record numbers—
barely months after the devastating hur
ricane.

Mayor Small was thinking big. He
extended the promotional tour to Ja
pan, Hong Kong, the Philippines and
other Asian nations. While the Golden
Girls purred, crowds of males swooned,
from Sydney to Singapore. At 76 years
of age, Mayor Small continues to think
young. His next junket with the Gold
en Girls will be to the United States.
Still, he has other thoughts besides
sunshine and pulchritude. Behind the
Coast he intends to hook together a
string of canals, enabling visitors to
paddle inland along the entire coast
line. It will be, he announced with the
confidence only a politician can mus
ter, the "Venice of the Southern Hem
isphere."

Already man-made islands are being
dredged in the fashion of Ft. Lauder-
dale. Mayor Small lives on one. Aus
tralian opera star Gladys Monerieff
lives on another. Lavish homes have
taken root on the isle of Capri, Sor
rento, Chevron and Paradise Islands.
In his campaign for reelection Mayor
Small had a slogan: "Think Big, Vote
Small." They voted for Small and the
victory was big.

Besides its great sandy beaches, the
Gold Coast operates a Cypress Garden-
style water show called Ski Land, cruise
boats, an Australian version of Marine-
land, a wild bird sanctuary and Hawes'
boomerang factory. The 40-year-old
flawes came to Australia from Los Ala
mos where he was employed as a nu
clear scientist. He simply became dis
couraged with atoms and decided to
build boomerangs. Now a resident of
Surfers, Hawes is Australia's biggest ex
porter of boomerangs. He also raises
kangaroos and the ostrich-like emu-
racing emus, fighting emus, homing
emus and "all purpose emus." Hawes
listens to the kookaburras laughing in
the trees and he smiles. He's a Iiappy
man. "It's a helluva switch," he said,
"from atom bombs to boomerangs."

Meanwhile, in Surfers Paradise the
teenybopper, the film star, the mil
lionaire and the ordinary tourist sun
bathe side by side. Without a score
card you can't tell one from the other.
As the Aussies say, they all look alike
in their swimmers. •

WALT DISNEY WORLD
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IT'S
YOUR
BUSINES

LAST SEPTEMBER, Business Week
remarked on "the industriousness and
company loyalty of the Japanese work
er" and noted the strong spirit of sol
idarity and cooperation that usually
exists between Japanese companies and
their employes.

The quality of employer-employe re
lationships in Japan is such as might
bring tears to the eyes of an American
employer who contrasts his own case
with that of his Japanese counterpart.
At the Nissan auto company, in Japan,
thousands of employes, grouped into
small "quality control circles," hold
meetings on their own time to try to
think up ways to help Nissan cut costs
and improve production. One Nissan
plant achieved a cost savings of $350,-
000 a year as a result of this kind of
voluntarily contributed employe creati
vity.

When Mr. Leonard Woodcock, pres
ident of the United Automobile Work
ers union, was in Japan not long ago,
he visited the Toyota auto company.
He asked the Toyota executives how
much of an "absenteeism problem" they
had. His question confused them.
They "didn't know what I was talking
about," Mr. Woodcock has reported.
To the Toyota managers, the idea that
an employe might not report for work
unless he was simply too sick to do so
was "inconceivable."

Japan has labor unions, but when
Japanese employes feel that they must
call a strike in order to emphasize some
complaint they have, they usually
schedule their .strike in such a way
that it won't interfere with the com
pany's operation and production. They
might hold their "strike" for a half-hour
on some afternoon.

So dedicated are Japanese employes
to working hard that .some Japanese
companies have recently had to threat
en to impose fines on those of their
employes who insist on coming to work
when they should be taking their vaca
tions!

Such are the prevailing attitudes
among the employes in a country where
it is traditional that a male employe is
never fired! Clearly their sense of job
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security hasn't reduced their initiative.
It would be vain to hope that the

pattern of American employer-employe
relations in general might come to be
similar to Japan's. The important ques
tion for the individual employer in the
U.S. is: "How much of that kind of
industriousness and company loyalty
can I help generate in my own em
ployes?"

In this article we offer some back
ground material for thinking about
that question. In subsequent articles
we'll be looking at examples of some
approaches that have been taken in try
ing to get satisfactory answers to it.

The U.S. Work Economy Today
In the years 1965-1970, says the U.S.

Department of the Interior, the number
of Americans who go hunting or fish
ing for sport increased by some 3 mil
lion. And the Outboard Boating Club
of America reports that in 1972 there
were about 9,210,000 recreational boats
on American waters.

Now, a factory-worker—or a business
owner, or a manager, or a professional
man—who is devoting a weekend to
duck-hunting or to sailing isn't also go
ing to be going to work that Saturday
. . . and probably isn't going to be go
ing to church that Sunday.

It would of course be absurd to say
that "nobody in this country wants to
do any work any more!" But it's true
that from having been largely a "work-
oriented mass-production consumer-
and-export economy," the American
economy has increasingly been becom
ing a "leisure-and-luxuries-and-services-
oriented mass-consumer economy,"
though of course the goods-production
and export elements still play an im
mensely important role in it.

It seems too that some traditional
American idea.s about "life" are less
widely accepted than they used to be.
It would appear that more and more
Americans are accepting the idea that
"the purpose of life" is simply to enjoy
life — and largely through "material
goods" and "worldly pleasures."

To complicate the picture still fur
ther is the fact that more and more
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Americans who depend on employ
ment for their income, whether as hour-
ly-pay or as salaried employes, not only
want to have more and more enjoyment
during their time away from work—they
also want to get more enjoyment from
being at work!

This is a quite recent development
and it has caught most of American
business-ownership and management
quite unprepared. "People didn't as
sume they ought to enjoy their work
100 years ago—or even 15 years ago,"
said management consultant Riva Poor
last December at a conference in Chi
cago on "The Changing Work Ethic."

An employe's desire to find his work
more enjoyable might well include sev
eral component desires. He may want
more variety in his job itself. But he
may also feel that he should be treated
with more dignity as a person and be
allowed to express his sense of indivi
duality when doing so won't really in
terfere with the actual functional re
quirements of his work.

The levels of fonnal education and of
general knowledgeability in the U.S.
population have risen substantially in
recent years, This has generated an in
crease in financial and life-style ex
pectations. It has also, in general,
raised the level of individual employe
capabilities.

It's important to remember too that
the U.S. is committed—both by explicit
law and by strong public attitude—
to the goal of maintaining "full em
ployment." But there is also strong com
mitment to some other broad goals,
such as the preservation of the environ
ment.

The Small Employer's Position
As of last February, there were signs

of a labor shortage in the U.S., in spite
of substantial amounts of unemploy
ment. Competition for employes may
continue strong for some time, depend
ing on how the economy goes.

In his effort to get and hold good
employes, the small businessman is in
competition not only with other bus
iness employers but also with federal,
state, and local governmental employ
ers, who together employ about 18 per
cent of the total U.S. labor force today.

Like any other employer, the small
businessman quite naturally wants to
get his money's worth out of his em
ployes' performance. But today he's
more and more going to have to try to
do that in ways that involve getting
their cooperation and helping them im
prove their perfoirnance.

"But how do you get emploves to
cooperate with you?" many an employ
er would ask.

Volunteers are needed from all
lodges! Personal involvement trans
cends mere check writing. Our long
time chairmen who have been holding
the line at the hospitals for the past
25 years urgently need manpower re
inforcements from their Brother Elks.

The battle strategy calls for an ac
tive mobile task force from lodges
within a 25 to 50 mile radius of the
enemy emplacements at the hospitals.
These combat troops will be backed
up and supported by units operating in
distant lodges. Necessary supplies,
equipment and assistance will be fur
nished by them in full measure. La
dies' auxiliaries everywhere have al
ready volunteered in the cause.

Long-range plans for the campaign

were formed by the adoption of Sec
tion 134i of the Grand Lodge Statutes
which mandates a standing National
Service Committee in every lodge. It
should consist of a general staff with a
minimum of three members. Their
duty is to recruit committee volun
teers to form their own battalions for
the district regiments.

When the Elks' fully mobilized army
begins its dedicated march into battle,
it is hoped that all America will be im
pressed by the strength of our num
bers and our ability to perform. This
is our basic tradition and we pride our
selves as America's leading patriotic
fraternity.

Active duty at the hospital to coun
terattack boredom, the primary target,
will consist of Monte Carlo and Car
nival programs, bingo games, stage
shows, ward parties, sport celebrities
smokers, outdoor picnics, barbecues,
sports events and many more. Typical
events for ambulatory patients include
dinners and entertainment at the
lodge, picnics, fishing trips, sightsee
ing trips, attendance at theaters, base
ball, basketball, football and other
sporting events.

Back up battalions in the distant
lodges forming the supply lines will
institute collection drives for used
playing cards, paperback books, L-P
records, hobby kits, jigsaw puzzles,
chess sets and occupational therapy
materials. Modest fundraising affairs
in all lodges with proceeds distributed
through State Associations will givefi
nancial assistance. This is desirable
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and necessary. However, it loses mean
ing without battle troops to fulfill its
purpose.

We have not been alone during the
past 25 years of struggle against this
rnenace. Today, forty-three other na
tional organizations and countless lo
cal groups have distinguished them
selves In their engagements with the
common enemy. They now follow the
lead in service to hospitalized veter
ans that we established back in 1918.

Why should Elks now be involved?
We started things over a half a cen
tury ago. This was long before present-
day veteran organizations were in ex
istence. Service to the military and
hospitalized veterans engaged the in
terest of only a few other groups dur
ing World War 1. The first veterans
hospital in the history of the nation
was a gift from Grand Lodge to our
government in 1918. We instituted the
first G. I. loan program in 1919. The
list since then to the present day is
endless.

We are involved because it is char
acteristic of the Order of Elks never
to start something which will not be
finished and we don't look to others to
do our work!

Here is our battle cry:
"So long as there Is a disabled vet
eran In our hospitals, the Benevolent
and Protective Order of Elks will
never forget him."
Warning! The enemy forces, con

stantly destroying the will of hospital
ized veterans, have an insidious and
and dangerous secret agent con
spiring right now in every lodge! Its
name is "Indifference." It drugs the
mind. To camouflage the signs of its
infiltration, it encourages normal
proud Americans to give impressive
patriotic utterances and assurances of
wonderful intentions. However, "Indif
ference" conquers when no immedi
ate action is taken and a shameful
retreat is accomplished. The first step
in the long march to victory is to be
ware of "Indifference." Better still
destroy it before it gets started. We
have no slackers or duty dodgers In
our ranks. Let us resolve that prompt,
enthusiastic support will triumph in
our dedicated efforts.

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Stop That Thief (Continued from page 13)
ious police departments. "Leave the
keys in your car," the poster answers
itself. Sure, if you are that careless,
what else can you expect? Modem car
thieves, professional or joy-riders, can
steal your car even if you don't leave
the keys for them, so why give them
the thing on a silver platter? Here's
an amusing statistic. More than 40%
of all car theft victims reported that
they had not left keys in the car, yet
more than 80% of those cars recovered
were found to have keys in the ignition.

Your insurance, in fact, should not
bear on whether or not you leave the
keys in the car, anymore than your
home insurance should have a bearing
on whether or not "forcible entry" can
be proved. If your insurance does pay
less, or not at all, in cases where you
were just careless, better check on
some new coverage.

Meanwhile, take a look at what man
ufacturers are doing to make your car
more theftproof, and more easily re
covered. Identification numbers are
now being hidden in inaccessible spots
all over new cars. So, if the more ac
cessible VIN (vehicle identification
number) plate has been changed, the
car can still be identified. Also, the
VIN plates are now being located on
the dashboard in such a way that the
thief must remove or break the wind
shield to tamper with it. For some
time cars have had switches which lock
not only the ignition, but also the steer
ing wheel and, more recently, the gear
shift lever.

Public action programs are working
in cities across the country. Stolen cars
are described within minutes after the
theft is discovered so that other driv
ers, not just the police, can watch for
them. Cleveland police found a stolen
car parked in the middle of a street
with the engine still running. The thief
had apparently heard the report on the
car radio, and figured discretion was
the better part of profit.

Yet, during the past ten years, the
rate of car thefts nationwide has in
creased by 180%. More than a million
cars will be stolen this year (that's
two vehicles every minute) and more
than 300,000 will never be recovered.
What Can You Do?

"Just like with your home, you can
"harden the target." Car thieves, wheth
er the 50% of them who are juveniles
or the 50% of them who are profes
sionals, will try to avoid hard work.
The more obstacles you can place in
their way, the more likely they will
pass up your car for another.
'Lock the auto every time you leave
it, even for a few minutes. The longer
it takes a thief to get into your car,
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the more chance he takes that some
body will see him.
'Keep your car parked in lighted
areas to prevent pilferage and theft
of the car. In the shopping center,
park near where other cars are parked,
not far off in a dark corner. Better
to get a ding from the door-flapping
idiot in the next slot than to get the
whole car stolen.
"Keep a complete record of the num
bers on the body and engine of your
car. These will come in handy if the
car is stolen and must be later identi
fied.
"Write your name and address on a
slip of paper (or use a business card),
and drop it down inside the door
through the window slot. No matter
what they do to camouflage the poor
car, you will be able to identify it.
So Harden The Target

The tiouble with most citizens, ac-,
cording to police, is that they cannot -
get very excited about theft and bur
glary . . . until they become a victim.
"... and then you should hear

them scream!" say police. "Then they
are involved . . . then they will listen."

What do the police say, in just a
few words, after all the lists and sug
gestions are made available, when they
have a citizen ready to listen? What
do they suggest, boiled down to a
brief statement?

"Harden the target. Why should a
burglar enter your locked home when
the door down the street is unlocked?
Why should he steal your locked car,
if the car in the next slot is open with
the keys in the ignition?

"Make it just a little more difficult
for the thief to take your property, and
he will probably move on. The more
difficult you make it, the more sure
you can be that he will try somebody
else. He has plenty of choice today,
when few people take him seriously
until after he has hit them." *

We were chided recently for
mentioning Harry Truman's
membership in Elks and Eagles
but omitting reference in a re
cent editorial to his membership
in Masons (March, 1973).

George Washington once had a set
of dentures that weighed a pound! The
loss of many of his teeth was probably
due to periodontal disease not known
by that name at that time. One third of
the people you know will have dentures
by the time they reach 40 because of
advanced stages of periodontitis.

The word periodontal means "around
the tooth." Thus periodontal disease
involves the gums, bone sti-ucture and
other supporting tissues around the
teeth. The first stage is usually in
flamed and bleeding gums, which if

ignored or accepted as normal, can
lead to periodontitis (once called pyor-
rhea). When this happens the bone that
holds the teeth in place may be de
stroyed and the teeth will become loose.
Regular dental checkups can detect
this disease before it becomes serious.
Advanced cases are treated with sur
gery, but early detection and conscien
tious home care by the patient can ar
rest the progress of periodontitis and
effect a complete cure.

After 35 years of age the greatest
single cause of loss of teeth is periodon-

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tal disease. Tooth decay, which is es
sentially a problem of the younger
group, is rapidly being controlled. The
more subtle problem is hidden in the
areas around the teeth where the mali
cious threat of periodontal disease lies.

This subtle threat may be discovered
by X ray long before its effects are vis
ible to the dentist's eye. X rays may re
veal partial destruction of the bone.
The dentist may then refer you to a
periodontist, who is a specialist in this
particular disease.

There are several types of periodon
tal disease. The most common type usu
ally starts with inflamed gums (gingi
vitis). The gum tissue may become in
flamed by bacterial plaque, which is
a soft, mushy substance that forms
around the teeth. It is composed chiefly
of minerals from saliva, many forms of
bacteria, sometimes food debris, dead
tissue cells and other substances nor
mally found in the mouth. If not re
moved it hardens into calculus (tartar).
Both plaque and tartar may continue
to build up, even on the roots of the
teeth under the gums. Inflammation
initiated by the bacterial plaque and
calculus cause the gums to detach
from the teeth and pockets form.

Tartar cannot be removed by brush
ing but has to be removed by a dental
hygienist or the dentist himself, with
the use of special instruments. This is
called scaling. If the tartar remains on
the teeth too long, the inflammation
spreads into the underlying jawbone,
causing the bone to deteriorate and it
becomes necessary to have surgery to
restore natural function to the mouth.

Periodontal care does not always
mean advanced gingival surgery. It
may be nothing more than a deep scal
ing or subgingival curettage, which
means scraping with a curette to re
move the tartar and diseased tissue

accumulated in pockets in the gums
around the teeth. This gives the gum
a chance to readhere itself to the tooth,
or the gum may recede enough to elim
inate the pocket, arresting disease.

"Few people know," says Dr. C.
Thaddeus Szymanowski, a prominent
Sacramento, California, periodontist,
"that in 95% of the cases, periodontal
disease doesn't have subjective symp
toms. There may be no pain, no tooth
ache, no visual evidence of disease to
the patient."

A Public Health Service estimates
that 26.5 million Americans have seri
ous disease of the gums. They may or
may not be aware of it. Periodontal

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The Hidden Disease (Continued from page 49) speak distinctly and look your very
best. When your dentist checks your
teeth he may find symptoms of such
diseases as diabetes, leukemia, anemia
and vitamin deficiencies. Pregnant
women sometimes develop an acute
gum problem because of hormonal
changes of the body.

In addition to regular care Dr. Ray
Johansen, prominent dentist in the Sac
ramento, California, area, feels that
food is most important in the preven
tion of periodontal disease. Even if the
congenital condition of your teeth was
poor, he thinks they may still be main
tained with proper diet.

This was also emphasized by Dr.
Joseph F. Yolker, Dean, University of
Alabama School of Dentistry. He sug
gests the following:
1. FeiTnentable carbohydrate ingestion

should be limited to mealtime. In
stead of dessert at the end of a meal,
eat your soup and vegetable!

2. Snacking should be curtailed, espe
cially sweets. Instead eat fresh fruit.

3. Diet should contain foods rich in
calcium and phosphorus, vitamin D
and optimal quantities of fluoride.

4. Immediately after meals mouth rins
ing, flossing and brushing should
be done.

To check on how good you are, or your
children are when it comes to brushing
your teeth, use disclosing wafers. Your
dentist can tell you where to get them.
These tablets are used after brushing
your teeth. They will show a red dye
or stain if your teeth are not clean.
5. Use fluoride iii some fonn if pos

sible, unless you live in an area
where there is natural or artificially
fluoridated water.

care is most effective when trouble is
detected early. Ten years ago the per-
iodontist was the last resort before a
total loss of teeth. By that time the
pockets were too deep to stop progress
of the disease.

"Each individual case," says Dr. Szy-
manowski, "must be diagnosed through
a clinical and radiographic examina
tion. Early treatment is important here
just as it is in any other disease."

Periodontal surgery started back in
1886 when Dr. G. V. Black, a dentist
who was born on a farm near Win
chester, Illinois, presented his views on
"Diseases of the Periodontal Mem
brane" to the American System of Den
tistry, but no one paid much attention
to it. In 1908 his "Operative Dentistry"
appeared in two volumes and slowly his
methods began to be practiced. Today
periodontal care is available in most
cities and periodontal surgery is com-
mon.

One type of periodontal treatment
is osseous surgery or osteotomy. The
gums are reflected away from the teeth.
The surgeon removes diseased soft tis
sue recontours the bone and sutures
the'gums in place around the teeth.

Sometimes in advanced cases the
diseased gum tissue has to be removed
and tissue from elsewhere in the mouth
is transplanted or grafted to the neces
sary areas. Bone tissue can be trans
planted in the same manner.

This sounds like a lot of surgery, but
it isn't at all. You go to the office, lie
supine in a contour chair. The denHst
and his assistant are both seated. Of
ten a mild tranquiUzer is given mtra-
venously in the arm, then a local an
esthetic is injected in the mouth in
preparation for surgery. One side of the

did

mouth is usually done at a tiine. In that
way you have a side to chew on. If
grafts are done it takes longer. Pain
pills are available for the first 48 hours.
Healing is rapid, although some posi
tive discomfort is present for one or
two days, postoperatively.

The stitches are taken out in one
week and the other side of the mouth
is done. Gums are usually on their way
to healing by this time. They can re
sist rough treatment as when biting
and chewing.

Postoperative care is mostly left to
the patient. The gums will bleed even
when using the soft brush given you
by the periodontist. You will be re
quested to brush over the dressing to
prevent bacterial plaque accumulation
and subsequent odor. Therefore, it is
important to keep the mouth clean.
Roots of the teeth will be sensitive to
touch, cold and sweets for a while after
the tissues heal.

The purpose of periodontal surgery
is to rebuild the mouth and make it
functional and easy to keep clean, and
stop new damage from occurring. Prop
er dental reconstruction gives healthy
support to the teeth that were rendered
unstable due to the periodontal disease.

When asked if loss of teeth might
still be a threat after periodontal sur
gery, Dr. Szymanowski was very em
phatic in his reply. "The amount of
success is definitely due to the cooper
ation of the patient. Cleanliness is im
portant." He also cautioned, "Success
depends on when we get the patient.
If they wait too long the chances of loss
are greater."

Your dental health is an important
part of general health. With strong
teeth you can chew your food properly,

indigent crippled children, furnishing physical
therapy and related services.

• In looking over the F.B.I, uniform crime report for the
period of January to September, 1972, one item struck us
Immediately.

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The Hidden Disease (Continued from page 53)
found that fluoride may also contribute
to the formation of good bone and sup
porting tissue for the teeth, thus curb
ing periodontal disease.

In addition to diet the teeth must
be kept clean. A regular oral hygiene
program may be tailored by your den
tist to fit your particular needs. It is up
to you to carry on from there. No one
can do this for you.

You know the gag seen on TV so
much. "Look, Ma. No cavities." "No
cavities" may be attributed to a very
clean mouth as well as proper tooth
paste. Sometimes nature makes a mis
take in the construction of the mouth
and periodontal surgery is needed to
correct it. But most times the trouble
is due to improper care of the teeth.

BRUSHING is most important of
all. Teeth should be brushed with a
soft bristle brush in front of a mirror
twice a day. Watch the movements of
your brush. Brush with a "jiggling"
motion directed to the area where the
gums touch the tooth (this is called
the Baw Technique).

FLOSSING in addition to brushing.
Thi.s is simple to do. Unwaxed floss
is best, but waxed may be used. Insert
between teeth with a gentle up and
down motion. Your dentist probably
has booklets illustrating this.

MASSAGE. Use a denticator. This
is a plastic handle with a small brush
on one end and a rubber tip on the
other. The rubber tip is not actually a
cleaning instrument, but rather a means
of massage for the gums between the
teeth. The small brush on the other
end of the denticator is excellent to
brush surface areas on the teeth that
cannot be reached with the average
size brush.

STIM-U-DENTS. At one time tooth
picks were taboo. Now they are ac
cepted by most dentists. The flat
toothpick made of balsa wood may be

used with the flat side next t® the gum.
Ask your dentist to tell you about this.
The gums should not bleed, if healthy,
when using any type of toothpick or
brush. Don't jab the gums with tlie
toothpick, but rock it in the space be
tween the teeth, thus massaging the
gum tissue.

Your dentist will tell you about the
Proxabrush, which is a small brush that
can be inserted BETWEEN the teeth,
around bridges and other difficult
places to reach with the regular tooth
brush, keeping these areas free of de
posits.

There is a way to check your own
teeth for periodontitis. The American
Dental Association tells us how to de
tect early external signs of periodontal
disease:

1. Bleeding of gums during tooth-
brushing

2. Perisistent unpleasant breath (hal
itosis)

3. Gums separating from the teeth
4. Looseness or drifting of the teeth
If you do lose some of your teeth

because of disease or accident, they
should be replaced by artificial teeth.
If this is not done, adjacent teeth may
drift into the vacant space. This re
sults in improper meshing of the teeth
when chewing food or closing the jaws
and may lead to other forms of per
iodontal disease.

After all, it is best to take care of
the teeth you now have because nature
will certainly not give you another set.
Be happy if you find a dentist who will
help you prevent tooth decay and will
tell you the first symptoms of periodon
tal disease so that it can be taken care
of immediately. With our current know-
how there is no reason why you can't
keep your own teeth all your life. It's
seldom too late, so are you going to be
one of those people you know who has
dentures? •
