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A Message From the Grand Exalted Ruler

FREEMEN
OR SLAVES

In this month, February, two of the greatest figures in
the history of our nation were born, George Washington in
1732, and Abraham Lincoln in 1809. It may be well for us,
during this year, to think about some of the things they said,
and to examine the philosophies by which they lived.

On August 27, 1776, in his address to the Continental
Army before the battle of Long Island, George Washington
said:

“The time is now near at hand which must probably
determine whether Americans are to be freemen or
slaves; whether they are to have any property they
can call their own; whether their houses and farms
are to be pillaged and destroyed, and themselves con-
signed to a state of wretchedness from which no
human efforts will deliver them. The fate of unborn
millions will now depend, under God, on the courage
and conduct of this army. Our cruel and unrelenting
enemy leaves us only the choice of brave resistance,
or the most abject submission. We have, therefore, to
resolve to conquer or die.”

In 1790, after the struggle had been won, and when
the young nation seemed to be in no immediate danger of
failing, Washington’s words were:

“Happily the Government of the United States,
which gives to bigotry no sanction, to persecution
no assistance, requires only that they who live under
its protection should demean themselves as good cit-
izens in giving it on all occasions their effectual sup-
port.”

The unselfish patriotism of this great American should
be reviewed by all of us with the resolve to do those things
which are required for the preservation of our nation. The
requirements of today are certainly less onerous than they
were when liberty had to be paid for with lives.

In 1838, at another crisis in our country’s past, almost
prophetically, Abraham Lincoln said:

“If destruction be our lot we must ourselves be its
author and finisher. As a nation of freemen we must
live through all time, or dic by suicide.”

In a speech at Independence Hall in Philadelphia, on
February 22, 1861, Lincoln offered these sentiments:

“I have never had a feeling, politically, that did not
spring from the sentiments embodied in the Declara-
tion of Independence. ...l have often inquired of
myself what great principle or idea it was that kept
this Confederacy so long together. It was not the
mere matter of separation of the colonies from the
motherland, but that sentiment in the Declaration of
Independence which gave liberty not alone to the
people of this country, but hope to all the world, for
all future time. It was that which gave promise that
in due time the weights would be lifted from the
shoulders of all men, and that all would have an
equal chance. This is the sentiment embodied in the
Declaration of Independence. .. .1 would rather be
assassinated on this spot than surrender it.”

As members of the Order of Elks we have joined our
fate with the fate of this nation. Without its liberties guar-
anteed to us as its citizens, there would probably be no pos-
sibility of an organization such as ours.

It seems that it would therefore be relevant for us to
examine our responsibilities and obligations and to resolve
to give support to those things which we believe to be right
and just and to call attention to those which we deem to
be unworthy.

JOB OPPORTUNITIES

If you've decided to go back to work
after retirement, you have several options:
full-time employment, part-time work, a
seasonal or temporary job, a business of
your own. Before you can decide which
is most appropriate, you should evaluate
both your interests and your physical
stamina.

What are your interests? And what kind
of match can you make between interests
and job opportunities? The U.S. Depart-
ment of Labor suggests some parallels:
An interest in dealing with people might
lead to work as a receptionist or sales-
person, travel agent or information clerk.
An eye for detail and an interest in fig-
ures might lead to a position as a cashier
or a bookkeeper or a proofreader. Love of
the outdoors points to anything from mes-
senger to doorman to farm or garden
assistant.

Stamina comes into play at this point
too. Both doormen and salespeople spend
long hours on their feet. So do messen-
gers, but the opportunity to move around,
with occasional sit-down breaks, relieves
the strain. Proofreading might be hard
on eyes which do better at a distance.
And a farm assistant might need some
physical strength to lift bags of lime.

Full-time jobs open to the over-65 run
a wide gamut, from accountant to weath-
er observer. (Uncle Sam uses community
residents to record weather data; write to
The National Weather Service, National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration,
U.S. Dept. of Commerce, Silver Spring,
MD 20910.) While large corporations may
have mandatory retirement ages, many
small businesses and government depart-
ments welcome reliable, competent em-
ployees of any age.

Some full-time jobs stem directly from
your previous occupation: If you've been
a bookkeeper, for example, or a piano
tuner, you can put your skill to use in
retirement with, if you like, a reduced
work schedule. Some jobs relate to avoca-
tions: An interest in art can lead to a
job as a museum guide, a facility with
foreign language to a post as a translator.
Other jobs require no particular skill; re-
tired people of any background make ex-
cellent receptionists and census takers,
hospital and school aides.

If you are among the many men who
go into retirement dreaming of a small
business of your own, think carefully.
Know that the eight-hour day of a regular
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full-time job can look like nothing next
to the endless hours often needed to get a
new small business under way. If you are
sure that you have the know-how, the
start-up money, and the endurance to
make a go of it, consult the Small Busi-
ness Administration; their publications
and services can be of enormous help.

Successful small businesses fill a need:
If the fishermen crowding the banks
of your nearby stream have no place to
buy fishing tackle, you may have a natu-
ral. If there is no one in your community
who can repair small household appli-
ances and handyman tools, and you have
the skill, you may find business flocking
to your door. If you've done a bang-up
job at landscaping your property, to the
envy of your neighbors, you might start
a nice small business as a landscape
consultant. If books and magazines over-
flow your home, you might try a second-
hand book shop. A new variation on this
line is the book swap shop, with a small
charge imposed on each transaction to
cover overhead costs. The unifying link
to all these successful post-retirement
ventures is that they provide a service.
And they can start small, often from a
man'’s own home; no major investment in
time or equipment is necessary. It's the
elaborate, expensive ventures——the fully-
stocked antique shop or ice cream parlor
—that can run into problems.

Part-time work offers many advantages
to the retired—and some disadvantages.
The work day or week may be shorter—
but the hours may not be convenient. You
may have to forego fringe benefits; when
you want a vacation, it often comes with-
out pay. Nevertheless, part-time work is
very attractive to many retirees, who want
to enjoy both the stimulation of work and
the relaxation of leisure.

The best place to look for part-time
work is in businesses that are open for
long hours, too long to be staffed by a
si‘ngle shift of full-time employees. Hos-
pitals and restaurants, libraries and retail
stor_es are excellent examples. Another
fertile field is in businesses with seasonal
peaks, whether selling for the Christmas
rush (or playing Santa Claus) or helping
N a garden shop. Another possibility,
if you're good with young people, is camp
and playground work in the summer, af-
ternoon recreation programs during the
school vear.

Temporary employment services offer
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excellent opportunities for older workers
and, unlike employment agencies, do not
charge the applicant a fee. While most
jobs are full-time in regular business
hours, filling in for ill or vacationing regu-
lar employees at various companies, the
jobs are also usually temporary, giving
you the flexibility of choosing when and
how often you want to work. You could,
for example, choose to work only two or
three days a week, or you could elect
to work steadily one month and not at all
the next (a good idea for social security
recipients). You also enjoy the variety
of working at different jobs in different
locations—although some “temps” stay
on a single job for years.

There are national chains of temporary
employments services, such as Manpower
and Kelly Services and Western Tempo-
rary Services. And there are a flock of
smaller but equally reputable local firms;
check your telephone directory yellow
pages and newspaper classified ads.

One temporary service that specializes
in placing older workers is Mature Temps,
Inc., founded in 1969 with the coopera-
tion of the American Association of Re-
tired Persons and the National Retired
Teachers Association. Age is never a bar-
rier at Mature Temps, with its offices in
eleven cities from New York to Los Ange-
les. In fact, a spokesman told me, “If you
can walk in, we can place you.” Most
available jobs are clerical—filing, key-
punching, typing—and every potential
employee is tested for skills. But a great
many jobs require no skills at all—market
research and product demonstrations,
answering telephones and stuffing enve-
lopes. One 79-year-old New York man was
recently placed as a messenger on Wall
Street, with the responsibility of deliver-
ing stock certificates.

A temporary employment service may
be the easiest route to post-retirement
employment. But you may well prefer a
regular job, whether part-time or full-time.
If so, write a new resume and brush up
your interview skills.

The resume should be organized to
highlight your experience and what you
have to offer a new employer. At this
stage of the game you need not stick to
the standard format; instead of just list-
ing your previous positions by dates and
titles, use a descriptive format which
will show how much responsibility you
held and what you actually did. Say, for
example, how many men you supervised.

Plan ahead for the personal interview
by finding out as much as you can about
the company and what it does; the knowl-
edge will give you confidence and will
also help you show just what contribution
you can make. Get some information, if
you can, about the salary range in your
area for the job you are seeking; you may
be told what a job will pay, but you may
be asked what salary you expect.

At the interview itself, stress what you
can do for the company, the positive as-
pects of your age and experience. Do not
be defensive about your age and do not,
ever, emphasize your need for a job. The
point, of course, whatever you want to
do, is to stress your assets, not your
limitations. =

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A four-billion-dollar a year plague—
vandalism leaves no part of the community

untouched.

O Vandalism is not a social phenom-
enon of recent origin, as we can
read about it in the writings of some
Egyptian priests 4000 years ago. They
complained about the youth of their
day, too. Socrates lamented the fact
that the boys and girls of his time
were destructive, and so did Hesiod,
the Greck poet, who referred to the
damage done all about him by “will-
ful youth seemingly under no disci-
pline.” And so it was in every genera-
tion, on up through the years, to the
present day, But at no time in the
past since the Vandals, an East Ger-
manic tribe who sacked Rome in the
5th Century, has vandalism been as
rampant as it is today.

“Five Indiana Riders Hurt When
Youths Stone 7 Express Trains.”

“Bullet Ripped Through Side of
Train, Killing One And Injuring An-
other.”

“Vandals Drop Rocks From Over-
pass: Two Truck Drivers Killed.”

“Train Derailing Charged To 10-
Year-Old Girl.”

“38 Die In Vandal Set Blaze.”

These newspaper-reported incidents,
representing only a tiny fraction of
the problem, serve to dramatize the
seriousness of vandalism throughout
the United States. In 1970 alone the
Federal Railroad Administration re-
ported that 167 train accidents were
caused by vandalism.

In addition to the cost in terms of
human life and personal injury, van-
dalism results in tremendous amounts
of property damage. For example, a
survey conducted by the Baltimore,
Maryland, public schools of 39 cities
across the country found that in 1968-
69 these cities reported vandalism los-
ses of over $12,000,000. In a 1971 re-
port prepared by Education U.S.A.
and the National School Public Re-
lations Association, it was estimated
that vandalism was costing $200 mil-
lion annually. Barely two years later
Dr. Norman Scharer, President of the
Association of School Security Direc-
tors, stated: “A conservative estimate
of the cost of vandalism, thefts and
arson to schools in this country this
year will reportedly be over a half
billion dollars. T say conservative be-

cause out of the almost 15,000 school
systems the top five account for $15-
20 million dollars of this cost.”

Unfortunately, Dr. Scharer’s gloomy
prediction was realized. Senator Birch
Bavh, chairman of the subcommittee
to investigate juvenile delinquency, in
an April, 1975, speech before congress
reported: “These (school) hallways
and playgrounds of fear and terror also
accounts for an estimated $500,000,-
000 annual bill for vandalism. This
astonishing sum, which is actually a
surtax on the cost of education, is com-
parable to the entire investment for
textbooks for our nation’s schools in
1972. In fact, today, more dollars are
annually diverted from education pur-
suits to school vandalism costs, than
the combined Federal, State, and local
expenditures for the entire elementary
and secondary public education system
in 1910.”

But schools are by no means the
only targets for vandalism. Virtually
every sector of the community is
plagued by vandalism. The Small Busi-
ness Administration estimates that busi-
ness loss due to vandalism totals $813
million annually (27% of all busi-
ness losses), an offense second only
to burglary in crimes against business.
A 1965 survey of 48 major cities con-
ducted by the President’s Commis-
sion on Law Enforcement and Admin-
istration of Justice determined that
the annual cost of vandalism done to
public buildings and equipment aver-
aged $200,000 per city. San Francisco’s
losses to vandals run close to one
million dollars annually, while cities
like New York and Los Angeles are
in excess of $10 million each year and

climbing,.
Communication systems, transit sys-
tems. highway networks, recreation

facilities, national parks and forests
_and even museums and libraries are
under attack by vandals.

It costs Bell Telephone an estimated
¢10 million a year just to repair van-
dalized coin telephones. The New
York Transit Authority experiences
about ten major incidents of destruc-
tive vandalism every day, and pays out
over $250,000 a year just to remove
the graffiti from stations, train cars,
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and buses. State and national parks
and recreational areas throughout the
United States are experiencing a heavy
toll in vandalism expenses. In 1974
the Northern Region of the U. S.
Forest Service reported $411,731 in
vandalism damage, while the Rocky
Mountain Region had a loss of $259,-
700 for the same period. And these are
only two of ten national forest regions.
In addition there are the 297 national
park sites spread throughout the na-
tion, as well as the thousands of state
parks being vandalized.

In several of the western states van-
dals destroy roadside parks so fast that
it is necessary to rebuild each park
every two to three vyears. Tables,
benches, fireplaces are ripped apart
or carried away, even those made
of concrete slabs. Steel grates set in
concrete are wrenched out and even
bronze-markers dedicating parks are
stolen. The parks must be policed three
or four times a week to clean up gar-
bage and bottles strewn at random.

Museums and libraries have been
hit so hard by vandalism that many
of them across the United States have
had to add guards and detection
systems. The mutilation and theft of
books from the huge Brooklyn, N.Y.
public library costs a half million dol-
lars annually. This sum could pur-
chase more books than many pub-

lic libraries ever acquire. When the

depredations of vandals in libraries
across the nation are totaled up, the
sum would be enough to equip thirty
libraries in medium-sized communities.

Experts estimate that the yearly
national loss from vandalism to pub-
lic and private institutions and indi-
viduals is over four billion dollars. This
wave of destruction by vandals is hurt-
ing property owners and businessmen,
increasing the cost of government,
pushing up taxes and insurance rates,
and adding significantly to the already
too high cost of living. But the most
devastating aspect of vandalism is
that tens of thousands of young
people who are assaulting our socie-
ty from within are in the process of
destroying themselves.

Who Are the Vandals? On the whole
youngsters are the crisis factor in the
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surging vandalism problem. Police
statistics indicate that male teenagers
are responsible for most of today’s
vandalism. The Federal Bureau of In-
vestigation reports that of the 111.-
622 vandalism arrests in 1973 (latest
figures available), 69% were under 18
vears of age and 42% were under 15.
Males accounted for 92.2% of the ar-
rests while only 7.8% were female.
There may be a slight bias against
vouth in arrest records, though, since
adults are harder to catch than teen-
agers because of mobility, sheer phys-
ical agility or cunning. Further, once
caught, the adult is more skilled in
“talking his way out” of a conviction
than is his younger counterpart.
Although nationally there is a
greater percentage of whites than
Negroes arrested for vandalism there
appears to be an interesting interaction
between age and race among vandals.
The F.B.I. reports that 80% of the
under 18-year-old vandals are white,
while only 18% are Negro. Among the
over 18-vear-old vandals only 70% are
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white whereas 27% are Negro. It seems
that vandals tend to be the younger
whites and older Negroes.

The intellectual ability of vandals as
reported in a survey conducted by the
Denver Welfare Council, “A  Studv
in  Vandalism,” indicates that 353%
of the vandals studied were behind by
one vear in school. Seventy-one per-
cent were distinctly below average in
academic aptitude and 85% were be-
low average in academic achievement.,
These latter two findings were based
on standardized test scores. Keep in
mind, however, that this data may be
biased in part in that smart vandals
may be less likely to be caught!

Based on personality characteristic
ratings of vandals by teachers. the be-
havior pattern of young vandals appears
to be one of being “unsocial and neg-
ative, lacking in a sense of responsi-
bility and becoming increasingly re-
bellious against authority.”

In terms of self-concept the vandal
does not think of himself as a criminal
or delinquent but rather as a “prank-

ster.,” The fact that usually nothing is
stolen in the act of vandalism further
reinforces this helief,

Dr. John M. Martin, professor of so-
ciology at Fordham University. made
an intensive investigation of vandals,
including psychiatric examinations and
information from schools. friends and
family. Based on this research he
lists and describes three types of
vandals:

Disturbed Vandals. The distinguish-
ing characteristic of this class of van-
dals is some form of mental disorder,
for example, schizophrenia. Vandalism,
for the disturbed vandal, is only one
facet of the “massively disordered de-
linquent.” He lives largely isolated
from family, school, and sometimes
even friends. ITe is more likely to come
from underprivileged neighborhoods.
Among this class of vandal there is a
high rate of recidivism.

Law-Abiding Vandals. These van-
dals generally come from good neigh-
borhoods with satisfactory parental
relations. They tend to be of lower
intelligence and seem to fail in school,
so they seek friends on the street.
The vandalism is committed in groups,
is episodic, and is more vindictive or
malicious in nature. The law-abiding
vandal has no serious psychological
disturbances and recidivism is almost
non-existent, Dr. Nartin  feels  these
voungsters can be deterred by stable
and resourceful parents who prevent
the vouth from participating in gangs.
He also believes that recreation may
deter vandalism in this group.

Subcultural Vandals. Vandals of this
type usually come from homes marked
by parent-child tensions and conflict,
with ineffectual attempts by the par-
ents to regulate the behavior of their
children. Inevitably, these vandals are
members of street gangs, Their de-
linquency is not so much a symptom
of maladjustment, as it is of adjust-
ment to a sub-culture which, itself, is
in conflict with the culture of the
community as a whole. Vandalism is
only one part of the general delin-
quent behavior of the subcultural
vandal and is usually done for eco-
nomic gain. Recidivism is the highest
for this group of vandals.

What Are the Underlying Causes of
Vandalism? There is a misconception
shared by a large segment of the
general  public  that  vandalism s
“senseless and meaningless.” But van-
dalism is not as senseless or mean-
ingless as it may seem. It has a
shape hoth in terms of the type of
property that is damaged—more often
public than private, more often shab-
by and rundown than well kept—and
in the batch of different meanings

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THE NEW PRICE-PRESSURE ON SMALL BUSINESS

The federal government—and now also
some state and local governments—are
determined to instigate increased price-
competition in order to combat the pow
erful and dangerous inflationary lrend in
the U.S. economy.

And today this governmental pressure
is being exerted not only against the
big-business sector but alsé against small
businesses—and even against the vari-
ous fields of professional practice such
as law, medicine, engineering, and ac-
counting,

There is no “palatable” way to cure
the disease of severe inflation. One way
is to bring about a really deep recession
—such as the Big Depression. Another
way is to impose an economic-controls
dictatorship—which is likely to mean an
overall dictatorship. This is, in fact, what
has been done in a number of countries.

The American public, of course, doesn’t
want either of those “tough” measures
for dealing with inflation. But the Amer-
ican nation, economically speaking, has
become like a very fat individual who
wants to stop gaining weight but doesn't
want to cut down on his calorie intake and
also doesn’t want to engage in vigorous
weight-reducing exercises.

There is no easy and pleasant way to
stop severe inflation. The hard fact is
that just about all the “good” things about
the American lifestyle have become in-
flationary in their overall effect.

We don't know how the U.S. economy
will be going in the years just ahead,
but the present governmental economic
regulatory policies include the aim of try-
mg to counter inflation by forcing more
vigorous price competition into the econ-
omy.

And the protest “But I'm a small-bus;j-
nessman!" or “But | am a professional
man!” isn't going to carry the weight it
has had for so long now.

In fact, even the traditional distinctions
between “businesses” and other kinds of
economic enterprises are undergomg
some erosion in America. The point is
relevant to our general topic so we'll take
a quick look at it.

A Blurring of Old Lines

The distinction between a “business”
and a professmn” and the distinction be-
tween, say, “non-profit educational instity-
tions" and “proprietary educational insti-
tutions” are not differences which—|ike
the difference between coal and copper
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—have their basis in fundamental physi-
cal realities. They are, in essence, legally
constructed distinctions.

Under sufficient s0Cj0-eCconomic pres-
sure, well-established laws and traditiong
can and do change. And today in Amer-
ica there indeed is slrong pressure to
force price-competition upon the legal,
medical, and other professions.

Naturally enough, this development has
brought protests and warnings from some
professional-practice quarters. In his |et-
ter to Business Week (in the December 8
issue), Mr. Paul H. Robbins, Executive Di-
rector of the National Society of Profes-
sional Engineers warned of what he saw
as dangers resulting from price-competi-
tion pressure in the engineering profes-
sion,

Nevertheless, the U.S. Supreme Court
and the economic regulatory forces both
of the federal government and of some
state and local governments have shown
clearly that they are determined to gen-
erate increased price-competition in the
various fields of professional practice.

This means that professional individu-
als and firms, however much they may
dislike the fact, will have to make more
and better use of “business management”
methods than in general they have been
accustomed to doing.

A New Era for Small Business

The 1960's are likely to be looked back
on, some years from now, as having been
“the sunset era of amateurism in Amer-
ican small business.” A combination of
domestic and world economic pressures
is going to be moving like a grim reaper
across the terrain of small economic
enterprises in general, whether they be
“businesses” or anything else. This does
not mean that all small economic enter-
prises will be disappearing or that the
opportunities for starting up new ones will
be gone. It does mean that a great many
will disappear and that it will not be as
easy as it used to be to start up new ones.
‘‘Should I Try to Have My
Own Business?”’

Worries about the greatly changed eco-
nomic climate in the U.S. have caused
many a would-be small-businessman to
have second thoughts about going into
business for himself. So in some of our
future articles, we'll be including some
business-management suggestions intend-
ed to be helpful to professional-practice
firms and individuals. L]

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step-by-step operation in many people's
minds . .. an operation best left to die-
hard gardening nuts and professional
growers. Nothing could be further from
the truth.

Actually, forcing bulbs is far easier
than planting them outdoors. They're so
easy to grow, in fact, that you don't
even need soil. Vermiculite, gravel, per-
lite, or ornamental pebbles will do just
fine.

The technique is simple. Take vyour
bulb (white and yellow narcissus, daffo-
dil, crocus, tulip, and amaryllis are fa-
vorites of mine) and insert it into one of
the growing media suggested. | find it
best to use a clear glass container, pref-
erably a decorative one which will later
grace the Holiday table. Then add water
until it touches the base of the bulb.

Next, place the container and bulb in
a cool, dark place to stimulate root
growth (similar to conditions the bulb
would experience in the ground during
spring). A dark basement or unheated
closet or attic registering about 60 de-
grees is ideal.

When the spikes from the top of the
bulb reach several inches in height, the
container can be brought out into day-
light. It should receive bright light, but
avoid direct sun, which will stunt blooms,
once the flowers appear. The best time
to bring the bulb out of the dark de-
pends upon the type of bulb as well as
the condition of the bulb at the time of
planting. Some need only a couple of
weeks' coaxing before getting ready to
bloom; others need two or three times
that amount. Experience is the best
guide.

As a rule, narcissus produce abun-
dant, fragrant buds in just six to seven
weeks. Your garden supply dealer can
give you a rough idea of other bulbs’
forcing periods.

If you'd rather not mess with any root-
ing medium when forcing your bulbs,
specially designed forcing vases (shaped
something like old-fashioned egg timers)
are available. The vase holds the bulb
suspended a few inches from the bottom.
Just add water to the base of the bulb—
and keep the level at that height while
rooting—then let Mother Nature do the
rest.

What do you do with the bulbs once
the blooms fade? That's another matter.
You can treat them like you would any
outdoor bulbs—holding them dormant
until planting time in fall. Or, since
you'll likely have just a few forced bulbs,
do what a veteran gardening friend of
mine does. Throw them in the trash. (Or,
better still, add them to the mulch pile.)
They're just too hard to keep track of
from April until September. For the few
pennies apiece they'll cost you (provid-
ing you watch for sales and buy your
bulbs at the best possible price), you'll
get more than your moneysworth. Espe-
cially when you see the blooms on your
family’'s faces as you set the bulbs on

the table early Easter morning. |

Or it might be born of fear or envy or
hate of someone or something, In Sll(-h
a spirit a 12-year-old hﬂ\’ sel fire to
vacant warehouse because of h(‘ll]j__
scolded and run out of the building
by the watchman. The warchouse col-
lapsed onto an adjoining lenement with
the resulting loss of 38 lives, In other
situations religions prejudice and hate
has been the basis for the defacement
of statues, churches, synagogues and
similar symbols.

Wanton Vandalism. In this catch-
all category, Dr. Martin sees a con-
tinuum of wanton vandalism from
simple play activity of young children
such as “who can break the window
first,” to spontaneous wild destruction

by individuals or groups who are “mad
at the world.” The main motive is fun
and excitement. This may, or may not,
seem to be an acceptable motive—but
motive it is. By way of illustration, an
elementary school in St. Louis, Mis-
souri, suffered over $7,000 worth of
damage caused by the school’s pupils.
In a single wave of destruction these
youngsters threw more than 100 desks
out of windows, smashed several filing
cabinets and pushed the school piano
down a flight of stairs. When it was all
over and the culprits were asked why
they did it, not one of them could give
an intelligent reply except to say that
“they didn’t know, it just seemed like
fun while l]u’y were This
does not mean. however, that the act
was without motive. It uuly means that
the vandals could not, or would

doing it

not,
verbalize it.

Several experts in the behavioral sci-
ences point out that these acts may not
be as wanton as the label implies. They
sec it as an expression of rage or frus-
tration, often directed at symbolic mid-
dle-class property. This is the type of
vandalism which is on the surface vi-
cious and senseless, and which people
find so difficult to understand. Many
types of juvenile vandalism have the ele-

J The Yellow River trickles across the
Barron county hills like a tear on an
old cheek. Its valley punches through
glacial moraines, sprawls across alder
swamps and meanders through pas-
tures where big-eared cows move
like sailing ships on a green sea.

The river is born in the shadows of
a marsh edge where the clear, cold
water oozes up from the black muck.
The stream crawls through the hum-
mocks, as timid as a garter snake, and
it grows to become a vein and then
an artery of the valley. Beneath its
banks bullet-nosed brook trout fan
their white-tipped fins against the flow
of the water.

The river rubs its cold belly over
the sand and the black peat of the
marshes, and it murmurs its pleasure
like an old dog when its ears are
scratched. In the spring, great chunks
of ice grind and grate in the river,
headed south to their destruction.
Skunk cabbage shoots a pink spear
up through the muck, and lethargic
frogs emerge to blink and provide
easy dinners for the newly arrived
herons.

In the summer, nettles and meadow
rue grow higher than a man’s head
beside the river, and the valley throbs

with endless life. When the frosts
come, brilliant-hued wood ducks search
among the soggy leaves for acorns
that have fallen into the water. The
frosts tease the river with lacy icing
along its edges, and then the nights
become longer and the ice grips the
river tighter. Finally, winter stomps
in like the chairman of the board, and
the long, cold season begins.

1t was when the river lay lean and
lazy in the lap of winter that we came
to its valley for the great fox hunts.

The great hunts were planned in
the one-room country school where
we hunters were torturously learning
the multiplication tables, world geo-
graphy and poetry that rhymed. Be-
hind the black-jacketed stove where
we hung our mittens and socks to dry,
and where Walter Hagen once got
slapped for snapping Leila Spooner’s
garter, here we plotted the hunts in
all of the detail permitted by Mrs.
Shranz who had a remarkable toler-
ance for the business of boys. By the
end of the school week the plans were
firm and fraught with menace for the
local fox families.

In the Saturday morning darkness
when we followed the flickering yel-
low lantern down to the barn for milk-
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ing and chores, the conditions for the
hunt were assessed. If a fresh snow
had fallen during the night it would
be much easier for us to keep on the
trail of a fox; if the snow crunched
beneath our feet we knew that it was
going to be a cold hunt and we should
wear an extra sweater.

The morning chores seemed endless.
Pulling the milk out of the cows and
removing their manure and then drag-
ging heaps of silage and grain and hay
before the bovine machines so that
they could make more milk and more
manure was never more frustrating
than on these Saturday mornings. We
hunters labored in the barns of our
fathers with resignation and with
flashes of anger at any delay.

It was customary that we meet at a
cousin’s farm for two reasons: there
were more bovs on this farm and it
was closest to the river valley where
we hunted. The farm was perched on
a high bank of Engle Creek, a tiny
jewel of a trout stream that staggers
around the swamp and then relaxes
in “the dead waters” before spilling
into the Yellow River,

The farm of my cousins was three
miles from my home farm by road and
much less, of course, as the crow flies.
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The crow and I shared the same gen-
eral route—across our back pasture,
through Upsahl’s woods, past Fank-
hauser’s pond and across the Engle
Creek footbridge and up the hill to the
Anderson farm.

With a .22 bolt action Winchester
clip repeater that my grandfather had
given me, 1 either walked or skied
the route, depending on the snow
depth.

Sometimes when 1 armrived there
would be a neighbor boy or two on
hand to join me and one, two, or three
cousins for the hunt. We filled Aunt
Hulda’s kitchen, and it was not in us
to refuse her offerings of sandwiches
—home-made bread, of course—and
cookies. Uncle Earl frequently threat-
ened to come along with us on the
hunt, but always backed out at the last
minute with an alibi of “work to do.”
(Uncle Earl and I have maintained the
finest of uncle-nephew relationships
despite the fact that once when T had
just received a new jackknife, as a
favor to him and unbeknownst to him,
of course, 1 very carefully scraped
all of the tobacco residue out of one
of his favorite pipes and one that he
had obviously spent considerable time
breaking in to his satisfaction.)

With .22 in hand we frequently
followed the high bank of Engle Creek
down toward the Yellow River. unless
someone knew about a fresh fox track.
In this case we, of course, took up
the track immediately.

Without a track, we headed for the
confluence of Engle Creek and the
Yellow River, where we knew that we
would find fresh sign on the hogsback
that humped up between the two
streams. We crossed the creek on
Harold Becker’s bridge of popple poles,
and then assaulted the hill of the
hogshack like a patrol of Marines.

Invariably the cry came: “FRESH
TRACK HERE!”

We gathered to inspect and debate
at considerable length on the age of
the track, and to speculate on the
whereabouts of its maker.

“He’s going toward Kallenbachs and
he’ll probably cross the river like he
did last time,” one of us volunteered,

“Naw, T'll bet he’ll go around the
hogsback and swim the dead waters
again,”

“Who’s gonna take the track?”

“T'll take it.”

“No, you took the last one. I'll take
it.”

“OK. I'm goin’ up and stand by the
big pine.”

“I'm goin” down where the tree
crosses the river,”

“Someone should be by the corner
of Kallenbach’s field.”

LI The voyage started back in June,
1962, when a group of Explorer Scouts
put a note with their names into a
glass bottle, corked it and tossed it out
to sea off Wassaw Island near Savan-
nah, Georgia.

Seven years later the trip on the
high seas finally came to an end when
Don B. Howard found the hottle on a
Ft. Myers, Florida, beach.

Howard asked the oceanographers at
the U.S. Commerce Department’s Envi-
ronmental Science Services Administra-
tion what circuitous route the bottle
could have taken as it drifted from
Savannah to the Florida beach on the

Gulf of Mexico, 830 miles away.,

Though oceanographers at ESSA’s
Atlantic oceanographic and meteorolog-
ical laboratories in Miami said it was
impossible to track the exact route the
bottle took, or estimate the number of
miles it might have traveled in its sev-
en year voyage, they gave several pos-
sible solutions.

Once the bottle moved off the shore
at Savannah, it undoubtedly was picked
up by the Gulf Stream and carried into
the North Atlantic. From there to its
final resting place it could have trav-
eled a number of routes which eventu-
ally must have taken it between Cuba

and the Yucatan Peninsula of Mexico
into the Gulf.

There was also the possibility that
the bottle lay trapped in the rushes of
the Georgia coastal swamps for a con-
siderable time until high tides or strong
offshore winds freed it, and caused it
to drift far enough from shore to be
picked up by the Gulf Stream.

This seven year swim by a message
bottle is just another chapter in the
ancient and honorable history of drift-
ing bottles.

The idea of a hottle with a message
in it being tossed about on the seas un-
til it's washed up onto some far distant
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shore brings thoughts of mystery. ro-
mance, and adventure. Where did the
bottle come from? Who sent it? What
dire circnmstances caused it to be cast
adrift? What mysterious river in the
ocean carried it to the beach?

Bottle messengers have been going
to sea for over 2,200 years. Some con-
tain farewells from shipwrecked sailors.
Others hold religious sermons or letters
to be mailed. Many go on scientific
voyages—and one even carried a secret
message in code!

This particular bottle was picked up
over 400 years ago, in 1560, when Eliz-
abeth T was Queen of England. A fish-
erman on the beach at Dover opened

the bottle and found a strange note,
Puzzled, he went to the local authori-
ties with the bottle and its peculiar
message. After a hasty look, they sped
to the Queen.

It was a good thing they did. For
the bottle message contained top secret
information sent by a British spy from
a passing ship. The Queen was alarmed.
She realized it would never do to have
just anvone open bottles and learn state
secrets. So, she passed a law (which
has since been repealed) making it a
crime for anyone but the official “Un-
corker of Ocean Bottles” to read hottle
messages.

The most important bottle messen-
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gers are those sent to help scientists
chart the currents and drifts of the seas.
These were first recorded many years
before Christ was born by Theophras-
tus, a Greek philosopher. He floated
bottles in the Mediterranean to study
currents,

Centuries later, Benjamin Franklin
threw bottles into the Atlantic Ocean.
They contained his name and address,
and asked the finders to tell him where
and when the bottles were found. By
gathering this information, Franklin
was able to chart the speed and direc-
tion of the Gulf Stream. His original
chart is little changed today.

In the late 1800’s, the British and
U.S. navies hegan issuing printed forms
for ships” officers to drop overboard in
bottles. The forms gave the name of
the ship and the location and date of
dropping. Finders were asked to fill in
the place and date of recovery, and re-
turn the forms. In this way most of the
currents of the seven seas were eventu-
ally charted.

Why were bottles used?

You might think bottles are too frag-
ile to be reliable sea messengers, but
actually a well-sealed bottle is quite

able to survive the fury of a sea
churned by hurricanes, waves, and
winds.

Though most bottles are found not
too far from where theyre launched,
a few travel great distances. The
world’s long-distance swimming cham-
pion is a glass beer bottle with a return
posteard sealed inside. Tt recently com-
pleted a 10,000 mile trip in the Pacific.
The hottle, set adrift in Hawaii, was
washed ashore in Oregon after more
than seven vears at sea.

The route a bottle takes isn’t totally
predictable. Two bottles launched at
the same spot may even travel in
opposite directions, if the current in the
area is split and the bottles happen to
hit it just right,

Bottles travel at different speeds. One
may drift only a mile in a month; an-
other caught in a swift current can race
along at 100 miles a day. But on the
average the speed of a bottle in the
water is half-a-mile an hour.

Studies made using drift or message
bottles can tell us many things. For
fishermen, exact I\n()\\]edg_.e of currents

| can be almost literally pure gold be-

cause of the increase in fishing hauls.
American scientists, for example, use
bottles to tip off New England fisher-
men as to where and when they can
find cod and haddock. The eggs of
these fish float on the surface, and bot-
tles are cast among them as telltale
floating markers. If the bottles move
far out to sea, then presumably the eggs
do, too.

[0 It is entirely possible that millions
of Americans may tire of hearing about
the Bicentennial before the year is out.
After all, everyone (well, nearly every-
one) jumped the gun almost a year
early. We've been bombarded with Bi-
centennial news since way last spring,
Still, this is the Bicentennial year and
nobody’s going to let us forget it, least
of all New York City. Battles were
fought here, the town brewed its own
tea party in New York harbor and
Washington took the oath as first Pres-
ident in New York. Never mind that a
modern building occupies Washington’s
old digs at No. 1 Cherry St. A plaque
marks the spot where his residence
stood. That sets the record straight.

To get into the heart of history,
though, one must travel down to Lower
Manhattan. To get in step with the
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ghosts of Revolutionary figures, visitors
start their tour at Federal Hall, where
Washington took the oath of office
when he became President, His inaugu-
ral clothing is displayed inside and his
statue faces the House of Morgan and
the New York Stock Exchange outside,
Beyond, framed by skyscrapers, stands
St. Paul’s Chapel where Washington
worshiped regularly following his in-
auguration until the Capitol was moved
to Philadelphia in 1790. Ilis empty pew
is a curiosity among visitors, illumi-
nated by more than a dozen matched
Waterford chandeliers.

Within walking distance of St. Paul’s,
Washington bid his troops farewell at
Fraunces Tavern, New York’s oldest
building, which served as a meeting
place for British officers during the War
of Independence. Its one-time propri-
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etor, Samuel Fraunces, made his way
from the West Indies to New York
where he served Washington in the
Revolution. His tavern continues to do
a lively business. Bicentennial snoopers
can rest the frame in a snug corner at
Fraunces where spirits are poured and
the Wall St. gang gathers for lunch.
Floors overhead are given over to a
museum spotlighting the Revolutionary
period.

Leaving Fraunces to the imbibers,
sightseers catch the ferry to the Statue
of Liberty and the American Museum
of Immigration. The museum at the
foot of the statue is new, honoring the
millions who left the Old World to re-
settle in the new. Generations of Amer-
icans are depicted making their way
across the sea, crowded together in
ships smaller than the ferry that serves

the Statue of Liberty. They were Irish,
African, German, Italian, Russian, Eng-
lish and Norwegian. In their struggle
to survive they occupied the wretched
slums on the Lower East Side. They
roamed the streets with pushcarts and
operated one-room bakeries and sold
clothing. Bicentennial wanderers also
take in Washington Square where San-
ford White’s huge Marble Arch com-
memorates the 100th anniversary of
Washington’s inaugural. Afterward vis-
itors make their way to City Hall Park
where patriots gathered after the sign-
ing of the Declaration of Independence
to knock over the statue of King George
III. Others roam through Castle Gar-
den where millions of immigrants first
set foot on U.S. soil. Created originally
as a fortress, Castle Garden welcomed
new arrivals from the mid-1850’s until
nearly the turn of the century. Turning
back to Wall St., there’s Trinity Church
whose ancient churchyard contains the
remains of Secretaries of State Alex-

ander Hamilton and Albert Gallatin, as
well as steamboat inventor Robert Ful-
ton,

Leaving Wall St., Battery Park and
other attractions of Lower Manhattan,
the Bicentennial crowd makes its way
uptown to Harlem and the Jumel Man-
sion, which was where Washington
hung his cape during the skirmishes
with the British. A couple of black
Americans, Penelope and Claude Ruf-
fin, lead tours to Harlem’s Bicentennial
sites from the Penny Sightseeing Co.
at 303 W. 42nd St. Their buses roll
uptown to another world and another
page in Manhattan’s Bicentennial scrap-

book of scenes. Other tours turn to the.

Bronx where residents present an an-
nual reenactment of Revolutionary
skirmishes. During the War of Indepen.
dence the Bronx became a battleground
for two major engagements, one at
Throgs Neck and the other at Pell’s
Point.

New York’s hijinks got under way

last May with a parade up Broadway
from the Battery to City Hall. As Mayor
Abraham Beame kicked off the long cel-
ebration, church bells pealed across the
city in a ding-dong salute to the Bicen-
tennial. The date coincided with the
200th anniversary of the meeting of the
New York Provincial Congress. The
city’s celebration will end next No-
vember on the day Ft. Washington fell.
During the interim, visitor centers will
operate throughout the city, airports,
hotels, the World Trade Center and the
New York Convention & Visitors Bu-
reau. New York’s Culture Bus circuit is
adding a number of stops between the
Battery and the Bronx. -

The big daddy of the Bicentennial
tour operators is Bernard Tractman,
whose “76 Adventures Inc.” is con-
centrating on historic sites from Vir-
ginia to Lexington and Concord. Tract-
man’s tours take in Philadelphia, Bos-
ton, Williamsburg, Yorktown, Washing-
ton and other East coast historical
points. These are not the ordinary rub-
berneck tours. Tractman’s flocks visit
the grave of the Unknown Soldier of
the Revolutionary War, the house where
Washington was born, the church
where he took Martha as his bride
and West Point, and where Benedict
Arnold is buried in an unmarked grave.
Altogether Tractman has created 76
basic tours, with an emphasis on the
Bicentennial. His buses deliver passen-
gers to Brandywine, Valley Forge and
a house that was shelled in 1776. Cur-
rent rates are $44 for a three-day, two-
night package that includes hotel for
two nights (double occupancy), plus
sightseeing. A nine-day tour that ex-
tends from northern Massachusetts to
Virginia is priced at $170. Besides
hotels and sightseeing, the $170 pack-
age includes free souvenirs of Revolu-
tionary leaflets, newspapers and a re-
production of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence on parchment. For a brochure,
drop a card to 76 Adventures, P.O. Box
1776, New York, NY 10023. After that
it’s on to Lexington and Concord.

First, though, a word about inexpen-
sive accommodations in Manhattan,
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Just behind the Plaza, I discovered the
charming little (by New York stand-
ards) Wyndham at 42 W. 58th St. Lo-
cated a block off Central Park (and a
few doors off the Avenue of the Amer-
icas), the Wyndham is a delightful,
intimate and unassuming little hotel
with a small cheerful lobby along with
the freshly scrubbed look of Elizabeth’s
chambers at Buckingham. Indeed, the
Wyndham simply sparkles. Not only
is it spotless, but the rates are reason-
able, its singles about $30 a night, dou-
bles under $40.

Equally charming is the quiet and
relaxed old Gramercy Park Hotel where
singles start at $30 a day and doubles
at $38. There is an excellent dining

~ room which exudes a certain subdued

elegance. Tables in the cozy bar offer
a front row view of life out on the
street. Choice rooms face Gramercy
Park, that peaceful oasis in lower Man-
hattan around which several marvelous
old brownstones survive, the oldest dat-
ing from 1893. At No’s 14 and 15
Gramercy Park South, the National
Arts Club holds forth in the former
townhouse of Samuel Tilden, once the
governor of New York. Names on its
membership roster include those of
three late U.S. Presidents: Theodore
Roosevelt, Woodrow Wilson and
Dwight D. Eisenhower. And only a
couple of doors away the Players Club
conducts its affairs in similar surround-
ings. Balconies clinging to the old
brownstones are laced with wrought
iron and amber lamps glow at the en-
trances. With all this, it makes for

pleasant atmosphere at the Gramercy
Park Hotel (address: 52 Gramercy Park
North).

Enclosed is a check in the amount of
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being, not the chaotic crowds,” reads
a sign in the lobby. Another describes it
as the “Happiest location in the city—
a window on Manhattan.”

Each room is decorated differently.
They’re old and snug and clean. And in
place of numbers there are names: the
Harlequin, the Granada, the Sunset,
the Amber and so forth. (There’s a
marvelous view from the Apollo of Bill's
Gay 90’s Cafe just across 54th St. Be-
sides sheltering wayward performers
and writers, the Elysee is also the home
of New York’s famous watering hole,
the Monkey Bar, as well as a fine Ital-
ian restaurant, La Veranda. Its 94
rooms start at $35 a day single and $41
double, and there’s no charge for chil-
dren under 14 in the company of their
parents.

For the sight-seer on a shoestring,
New York offers the Hotel Tudor. Just
a block from the United Nations (be-
tween Ist and 2nd Ave. on 42nd St.),
it offers rooms starting at a reasonable
$18 single and $20 double. “Guests can’t
believe the rates,” said a bellman. “Not
until they see the rooms.” Theyre
small, Still, if surcease from the daily
toil is all that one requires—just a bed
and a bath, period—then the Tudor does
just nicely. At the Tudor guests are
likely to run into U.N. representatives
from the emerging nations. (“They come
here because it’s cheap,” said the lo-
quacious bellman.) A word of advice:
Ask for Room 2017. It offers a splendid
view of the East River in one direction
and the city toward the west.

Facing Central Park in the snooty
high rent district, the Barbizon Plaza
offers surprisingly low rates considering
the area: $32 a night single and $49
double. Sunday brunch is served in the
hotel’s garden restaurant, the Inn on the
Park, and there’s a slick discot]]eque
(the “Library”) where one may “dance,
drink, or even read,” the management
notes with pride.

Finally there’s the Algonquin, the
famous landmark hotel at 59 W. 44th
St. A favorite of writers, film makers
and the theatrical crowd, the Algon-
quin provides 200 rooms and suites
starting at $27 single and $31 double.
Dozens of well known types have
sought out grog and shelter at the Al-
gonquin: Alexander Wollcott, O. O,
MeclIntyre, Heywood Broun, Franklin P,
Adams, Dorothy Parker, Gertrude Stein,
Mary Pickford, Robert Benchley, Marc
Connelly, Edna Ferber. These and
many, many others. At the Algonquin
little changes. There’s a woolly comfort
to the wonderful old lounge with its
groupings of dated, overstuffed chairs
and couches. The room is alive with
good conversation and the booming
clang of an old grandfather clock. Put
it on your list. %

“He won’t go there.”
“Well, he might. He did once. Ran
right past the corner post so close a

guy could have killed him with a
stick.”

“OK, let’s get goin’. This track is
hot.”

Invariably, however, the track was
a cold one, doubtless made during the
fox’s nocturnal hunting, at least a half
dozen hours before we got onto it

Ours were houndless hunts. Every
farm had a dog, but they were for
chasing cows and sometimes cars, but
not fox. We were our own hounds.
And so one of us took the track and
the others dispersed to their chosen
spots to watch and wait.

The hogsback fox must have been
as close to trained as any totally free,
wild animal could ever get. This fox
had been chased by us so often that
he must have known us by our first
names and certainly by our individual
scents.

The hogsback fox was a sport, you'd
have to admit that. He could have
slipped into a hole in the hard frozen
earth when a boy came dogging his
tracks, but he did not. Almost without
exception, the fox gave us a run.

As T recall those winters, I imagine
the fox awakening from its midday
snooze and listening to the crunch and
swish of human footsteps coming his
way, and in a fit of anthropomorphism,
I have the fox thinking: “Ah ves, it
must be Saturday; here thev come
again, Well, let me see, where shall
I take them today?”

Sometimes we could tell when we
had started the fox by the small round
patch of flattened snow that was its
bed and by the tracks that he made
as he loped away to put a respectful
distance hetween himself and his pur-
suer. At this point, of course, there was
great excitement,

The boy on the track shouted, “I
jumped him! He's just ahead. Watch
it!”

The fox was “just ahead,” usually
by a half mile or so and always far
enough so that only his tracks were
left to sustain the excitement.

But now with a track that was known
to be fresh, the hunt took on intensity.
The tracker plunged heedlessly into
the thick alder and the jungle of dog-
wood where the track led him. The
tracker’s jacket was flung open. no
matter the temperature, and his body
became damp with sweat. On he went,
crashing and stumbling, panting like a
dog in August, and flushed as red as
a wintergreen berry.

Among the facts that stacked the
deck in favor of the fox were these:
A fox can run faster and farther than

A National Dilemma

ments of both play and malice—defecat-
ing in elevators, urinating in telephone
booths, spraying paint on parked cars,
or breaking windows or street lights.
“yandalism is rebellion with a cause,”
says Dr. Philip G. Zimbardo, professor
of social psychology at Stanford Uni-
versity, who has conducted many stud-
ies on the subject. “To prevent it, we
must combat the cause itself—social in-
difference, apathy, the loss of commu-
nity, neighborhood and family values.”
Numerous other background causes
for vandalism have been suggested
from all sectors of the social sciences.
Causes have run the gambit from
“vouthful exuberance and love for ac-
tion and daring,” to a Communist plot
aimed at sabotaging U.S. industries.
But Dr. Mark Sanders, research psy-
chologist for the Navy Department,
perhaps summed it up best when he
said: “An allegorical picture of vandal-
ism when pieced together might show
natural high spirits of youth as the
matches, boredom as a striking sur-
face, and a peer group which sanc-
tions vandalism as the powder keg. The
upbringing of the group members, the
attitude of the group members’ families,
and the general moral climate of soci-
etv can be viewed as the key factors
whether, or to what extent, the peer
group sanctions vandalistic activities.”
Today’s vouth are quite conscious of
living in a highly stimulating emotional
bath, an atmosphere of crime and de-
linquency, of violence and clashing
interests. The tension in his own fam-
ily life plus those in the neighborhood
and those that are brought directly to
him from all over the world, through
television, radio, movies, newspaper
scare headlines, the comics, and sex
magazines. All of this creates the ex-
ample of a world of violence and con-
fusion. They feel and see and hear all
about them and they learn what they
see and they live what they learn.
Youngsters in the teens or pre-teen
ages are quite conscious also of the
moral tone of contemporary society.
They hear and see all about them evi-
dences of a questionable code of ethics,
whether in politics, advertising, sports,
or business. They are aware of corrup-

tion and graft, malfeasance in high of-
fice, dubious practices at home or in
business among the adults around him
plus all the smut. vice, crime and so-
cial irregularity that are featured on the
TV screen or on the front pages of the
daily newspaper. All of this inevitably
teaches the youngster a diminishing
respect for the authority of all adults
including, of course, his parents and his
teachers.

“Can we honestly blame the young
vandals?” questions vouth consultant
and sociologist, Ben Solomon. “Ts it sur-
prising that many of the youngsters
who come from very faulty homes,
rich or poor, where parents have never
taken on the important job of really
being good parents—should we be sur-
prised that these youngsters, who are
bewildered and unskilled, who were
born with two strikes against them,
need and seek recognition in any way
that they can get it? And where do
they want that recognition most? Is it
not within their own peer group, among
their own playmates? Maybe that’s why
vandalism, the real wanton kind, is
nearly always done in groups—seldom
by an individual.”

On top of this nearly all youngsters
are more or less frustrated during the
early teens and pre-teens and are espe-
cially resentful toward all controls in
the person of parents, teachers, leaders,
and adults in general. They seek and
welcome opportunities to travel on
their own, to let off steam, to strike
out in new and untried directions.

Now add to all this the pressures of
racial strife, of some mentalities not
suited to academic work, a desire to
have money in their pockets and no
employment available to earn this mon-
ey. And maybe we can understand the
hostility built up in these youngsters
soon to break out in delinquency or
vandalism.

How Can Vandalism Be Reduced?
Bringing vandals back into society and
keeping non-vandals from leaving it is a
critically important venture that all of
us should become involved in. Some-
how we must break through to the
consciences of tens of thousands of

One broken window
doesn’t make a delinquent, but a career
of breaking windows, destroying school
property and wrecking vacant houses
can make a criminal.

Juvenile authorities and psychologists
say there are warning symptoms that
a youngster may be on the road to full-
fledged vandalism unless steps are tak-
en to dissolve his hostility and unhap-
piness. Among them:

—A sudden lack of interest in
school work and resentment of home-
work assignments.

—Running with a new gang of
kids and dropping old friends.

The U.S. Office of Education re-
cently conducted a survey of 1,170
high school students and 387 teachers.
They came up with the following five
“signposts to vandalism” based on ques-
tions asked during interviews.

—Conflict among students, teach-
ers, and parents, with no organizations
enabling all groups to talk with each
other about school problems.

And recently drift bottles were used
in Long Island Sound by governmental
agencies to study the circulation of
coastal waters in order to determine
where solid waste could be safely
dumped. If the wrong spots are picked,
the currents will bring the waste right
back to pollute the shoreline.

All this information comes as a re-
sult of the help bottle finders provide
by returning the messages they re-
cover. For example, in a typical study
done by the Coast and Geodetic Sur-
vey, U.S. Department of Commerce, a
few years ago, each of the plain glass
bottles released from the Survey ships
in the Atlantic Ocean contained two
cards. One card said, “Break this bot-
tle” so the finder could easily remove
the cards. The card went on to explain
the purpose of the operation and added,
“You can add to the knowledge of
ocean currents by returning the ad-
dressed card with the requested infor-
mation ... . You will receive by return
mail, information as to where this bottle
was released. Your cooperation in giv-
ing accurate information will be of
great assistance.” The other card was
a small postpaid form asking for the

date and location of the bottle when
found.

Though drift bottles have certainly
served us well, they’re gradually being
replaced by newer, more predictable
and more sophisticated tools. “Talking
drift bottles” are now being developed
by scientists at Woods Hole Oceano-
graphic Institution, Woods Hole, Mas-
sachusetts. This is a part of an elec-
tronic system for tracking small drifting
buoys from shore stations.

Though a new chapter in message
bottle usefulness may be dawning, some
people would say there was nothing
wrong with the old uses. Apart from
carrying government secrets, scientific
reports, pen-pal letters or gospel mes-
sages, we could say that bottles can also
catch mermaids rather efficiently. This
proved to be true for Nick Burglin, a
24-year-old seaman from England, who
threw a bottle message into the North
Sea.

His message read: “Let’s be hearing
from you.”

Within a relatively short time he
married a mermaid named Janice Tip-
ple. Janice found Nick’s message on
the shore not far from her seaside
home. =

a boy. The fox can cross a river on
thin ice, or even swim the frigid water:
a boy cannot, or at least he should
not. A fox can see and hear and smell
like God himself, and has an uncanny
knack for knowing the plan of the hunt
before the hunters know it. And, alas,
it must be admitted that in his ele-
ment, a country fox is just a cut above
a country boy in basic intelligence.

Many of our hunts, though there was
great excitement, ended without so
much as a glimpse of the quarry. When
we did get a look at the fox it was
just a flash of red in the thick cover,
or a speck of something jerking a big
furry tail across a field way off in the
distance. When the latter kind of a
sighting occurred, those of us in a posi-
tion to do so, sent .22 slugs popping
off in the direction of the fox. It was
like spitting into a blizzard. The odds
against our hitting the fox were about
the same as those faced by the pro-
verbial snowball in hell. But we invar-
iably fired .22 hollowpoints until we
couldn’t see the fox anymore, and al-
most without fail someone claimed to
have scored a hit and swore that he
had seen the fox falter and stumble.
A check of the tracks, however, never
bore out any of these claims. Not so
much as a speck of blood was ever
found and we were forced to admit
that the fox had made a clean getaway.

Only once do I recall a fox making
what would have to be called an error
in judgement. On this occasion the
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fox emerged from beneath pine boughs
very suddenly directly in front of me.
He was so close I could see the whisk-
ers on his black, pointed nose, and
for just a second we looked each other
in the eye. Fortunately for the fox,
however, I had just taken a rather im-
pressive tumble into the snow and 1
had broken my fall with the .22 rifle.
The weapon was covered with snow,
and I could neither aim nor shoot it
until the fox had had time to correct
its error and plunge out of sight.

I did harvest something from that
hunt, however: a striking picture of
a majestic red fox trotting suddenly
out into the bright sunlight from the
shadows of the pine boughs. The pic-
ture remains handy and undimmed
when I thumb through mental files.

The Saturday afternoons dissolved
like puffs of smoke. They loomed in
their coming as big as mountains; they
rushed past like a stampede of mus-
tangs; and we were left sweaty and
exhausted, with the long winter night
girding its loins in the shadowy thickets.

We made our way to our homes
then, always late for chores, but so
wrung out physically that we were
not much use anyway. More than
once on such Saturday nights, I dozed
on a milk stool, with my head leaned
into the flank of a Guernsey cow and
my hands immobile on her teats.

The great fox hunts never produced
a single fox, but that didn’t diminish
their greatness at the time and it cer-
tainly doesn’t now. =




Greater Efforts To Combat Crime

Associate Justice Charles G. Douglas, lll, of the New
Hampshire Superior Court had some interesting things to
say about crime in the U.S. when he delivered a speech
last May. He brought the seriousness of the situation into
sharp (and rather alarming) focus and we Elks would do
well to ponder a few of the points he made:

“A hidden ‘“tax’” of $100 per family is paid by all of
of us based on the $5.6-billion worth of merchandise
shoplifted each year, according to the Department of
Commerce. The total crime bill in America works out

to $420 for each and every man, woman and child in

this nation.”
“Last year 45 percent of all serious crimes in this
country were by youngsters under the age of 18."”
“Last year saw the sharpest increase in serious crime
since 1960, and possibly since the Depression Year of
30."
'l‘i}'he youth problem in the incidence of school crime is
evident in the figure of $500 million in school vandal-
ism last year alone. To put that figure in perspective
_...it equals all the money spent on school books in
1972!" S
«p statistical shocker for any military veteran is the
conclusion of 3 mathematicians at M.LT. that an ur-
ban American boy born in 1974 is more likely to die
by murder than was the World War Two risk of death
in combat for an American G.L.!" :
“We all know the familiar saying that “crime does
not pay.” That was more true 100 years ago than to-
day. Nationally, out of every 100 serious crimes, only
21 percent lead to arrests and 5 percent lead to con-
victions. Believe it or not, there are today fewer per-

sons in state and federal prisons in America than
there were in 1960 . . . some 15 years ago! But we
have 100,000 more police today than we did eight
years ago, yet crime has grown dramatically.”

“Official records show that almost two-thirds of all
crimes in the U.S. are committed by repeaters or peo-
ple with previous criminal involvement. Many get into
further trouble while on bail awaiting trial. It is this
element which should be dealt with differently than a
first offender.”

Judge Douglas had a lot more to say, but we have
excerpted some of the items we feel will “grab you” and
bring you a realization of the enormity of the problem
we face.

As Elks, we assume an obligation of good citizenship
and we expect every Brother to live up to that solemn
oath. We must do whatever we can to make the United
States a better nation in which to live...and we can
think of no more important part of American life than
to combat those who prey on their fellows through crim-
inal acts. It is incumbent on each of us to exert what-
ever influence we can muster in fighting crime and crim-
inals...not necessarily as law officers, but in the proper
rearing of our children, influencing others to be good cit-
izens by our thoughts, words and deeds, urging our elected
representatives to do something definite in this war
against crime, and by continuing and expanding our
many Elks programs designed to help young people grow
into better citizens.

Our slogan for this year sums it up well:

“BETTER ELKS—BETTER AMERICANS!

Just as a reminder, Grand Lodge statutes were amended
at the Convention in Dallas last July, making February
the month in which all subordinate lodges must nominate
and elect officers.
