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A Sobering Phenomenon

Two boys, ages 10 and 11, recently attended 
a meeting of Alcoholics Anonymous in Los An­
geles. Did an alcohol ic parent bring them 
for lack of a si tter? No. The 11-year-old boy 
was celebrating his first "birthday," an AA 
event signifying that he had stayed sober for 
a yea r. T he 10-year-old boy, also an alcoholic, 
hadn' t had a drink for a month . 

Frig htening as it seems, alcohol addiction 
isn't uncommon among teenage and pre-teen­
age children. Tn fact, it's spreading at an 
alarming rate. Authorities es ti- - . 
mate tha t there are currently ,.. 
nearly .500,000 child a nd • 
teenage alcoholics in th e 
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nation today and that the number is 
increasing. In an effort to stop the tide, 
AA officials have started chapters for 
junior members aged 10 to 20. 

Dr. :Morris Chafetz, director of the 
:\ ational Institute on Alcohol Abuse 
and Alcoholism. is appalled bv the 
frightening phenomenon of the )'OUn" 
alcoholic. ,c, 

"It's a far more serious problem than 
we ever imagined," he says. " It isn' t 
uncommon to see severe alcohol prob­
lems in kids 9, 10, 11 and 12 years old." 

This shocking fact was publicized 
several months ago by KNXT-TV in 
Los Angeles in a program called "The 
Young Alcoholics." The program point­
e_d out that a Field Research ,C01·pora­
t1on ~urvey revealed that teenage drink­
mg 1s more damaging than drugs and 
that most parents aren't aware of the 
extent to which youngsters drink. The 
fi lmed interviews, with children as 
young as 13, recorded some astonishing 
remarks. For example: 

Girl : "Not knowing where you've 
heen the night b efore and waking up 
in strange places ... That's scary!" 

Roy: "I got sick on the alta r one 
lime." 

Girl: "'vVhen I came home from 
school I used to go to my mom's liquor 
cabinet . . . I'd go through a quart in 
about four days." 

Roy: "I started drinking when I was 
nine. I used to go to sch ool wi th a 
thermos bottle full of milk and Scotch." 

The Field survey discovered that 4-3 
percent of parents believe their chil­
d ren never drink. But of the parents 
interviewed, 74 percent of the fa thers 
and 45 percent of the mothers admitted 
that they drank when they were young. 
Why do parents think their kids are 
any different? 

Teenagers, of course, have b een 
drinking alcohol for gem•rations. A com­
mon practice was to raid their paren ts' 
liquor supply for a wild weekend party. 
But in recent vears the a"e of voung­
sters drinking 

0

has hecom; lmv~r and 
their drinking more abandoned and 
compulsive. 

Compounding the current situa tion, 
however, are the children who mix 
alcohol with drugs and as a result suf­
fer serious physical and mental reper­
cussions-sometimes even death. For 
example, one day about a year ago, 
a superior student at a San Francisco 
high school popped some pills and 
washed them clown with several drinks. 
He was found dead the next morning . 

According to the r-(ational Council 
on Alcoholism, statistics show that three 
out of four teenage rs drink. Se,·en out 
of 10 youn gsters taste their first alco­
hol by age 14 . At 16, 87 percent h ,\\·e 
tried alcohol. In 197 4, the age of the 
youngest alcoholics brought to the 
Coun cil 's attention dropped from 14 
to 12. 

\\1lw are so manv voungsters d rink-
ing today? · · ~ 

:-. lrs. Jean Vandervoort director of 
the Council on Alcoholism in Pasadena. 
California, savs there is more teenacre 
drinking "bec.ause the other drugs ;7e 
harder to get, they present problems 
of legality, the jail sentences if the 
youngsters get caugh t are hefty, and 
they present ver~, serious he,1lth prob­
lems. Teenagers feel alcohol is not that 
bad. that it's acceptable in a social 
sense. " 

i\fany children decide that alcohol is 
just as much " fun" as marijuana-before 
they become alcoholics. that is-and a 
lo t easier to obta in. 

"A lot of us used to smoke pot," a 
high school senior says. "but we ga,·e 
that up a vear or two ago. Now we 
drink ,1 lot. In my book. a high is a 
high ." 

The most alarming aspect of the 
drinking revival among youth. author­
ities say. is that it has fil tered down 
to schoolchildre n in the lower grades. 
In a recent study of youthful drinking 
habits in the upper-middle-class Roston 
suburb of Brooklin e. 36 percent of the 
e ighth-grade pupils reported having 
been drunk on wine or beer-as did 14 
percent of the sixth-grad e class. 

T eachers say older students are lit­
erally pushing booze on younger kids. 
and the latter are drinking it, in many 
cases. to appear grown up. nut anothe r 
reason for the increase in young drink­
ers is tolerant paren ts, most of whom 
drink a li ttle or a lot . 

Dr. Chafetz notes that children often 
follow the drinking habits of the ir 
parents. He also points out that par­
ents sometimes approve of their teen­
agers' drinking because the\· fig ure 
children who drink won't take other 
drugs- often a false assumption. 

"Parents who learn their c-hildren 
are not taking the so-called other drugs 
hut the drug' alcohol are relieved." Dr. 
Chafetz s,1vs. ·'And while we're not 
getting int~ a competi ti\·e battle ,,·ith 
other drugs. but a comparati,·e one, 
parents are being 'relie,·ecl" in to a seri­
ous si tuation. Since no drug comes 
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The most alarming 
aspect of the drinking 
revival is the use of 
alcohol by school 
children. 

close in any measurement to the human 
and social destruction of alcoh ol p rob ­
lems, these parents are b eing relaxed 
into a situation similar to jumping from 
the frying pan into the fire." 

Dr. Robert Niedich, superintendent 
of schools in Le\"ittown, 1ew York, 
agrees this is a prevalent attitude among 
parents. 

"I talk to parents about an incident 
involving their kid d rinking," he says, 
"and the first thing they say is, 'Thank 
God, it's not drugs!'" 

No1m Southerby, of the Los Angeles 
County Alcohol Safety Action P rogram, 
has had much the same experience. H e 
says that "p are nts wh o hassle the ir kids 
about drugs are willing to look the oth­
er way on alcohol." He remembers one 
couple who had experienced so much 
grief as a result of th e ir 19-year-old 
son's use of pot and pills that they were 
deep ly relieved when their younger 
d aughter started d rink ing. 

"She got so drunk th at she would 
throw up in the morning," Southerb y 
recalls, "yet her parents were happy." 

How do children become alcoholics? 
Often well-meaning parents intro­

duce them to alcohol. a socially-sanc­
tioned drug. A parent or relative will 
give a child a drink at a p arty and 
think it cute to see him get tipsy. But 
that one drink, given in fun and inno­
cence, could start a child on the way 
to catching one of the most de~dly 
diseases known to mankind-alcoholism. 

Conside r the case of Ken , 13. Ile 
had his first drink at the age of n ine . 
His un cle g,1\·e it to him at a fami ly 
reun ion and thought it amusing to see 
such a small bov drunk. Hut what hap­
pened during the days and vears that 
followed wasn't a laughing matter . Ken . 
who has b een sob er for a vear since 
attending AA meetings for juniors in 
Los Angeles. tells his storv in these 
,,·nrcls : · 

''I \\"as drinking vodka and blking 
pills regularh· l)efore 1 ,yas ten .'' he 
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said. "I got the barbiturates from a 
friend whose mother worked in a 
pharmacy. My mother is an alcoh olic . 
I started taking care of h er when I was 
seven after my dad died. I never 
brought any friends h ome. 

"I ran away from home when I was 
twelve. I was placed in several fos ter 
homes and transferred from one school 
to another. I began drinking to feel 
good. It was simple to buy booze. You 
just stand outside a liquor store and 
wait for a nice guy and ask him to buy 
you a six-pack because you're h aving 
a party. I never had to wait long. 

" U I wanted vodka or whiskey, I 
could always steal s0me from a foster 
parent. I would drink to get drunk, 
mostly on weekends. I knew I had a 
problem, but I didn't want to identify 
myself as an alcoh olic because I d idn' t 
want to b e what my mother w as." 

j\1Js. Yvonne Kaye, a consultant with 
Croup E ducational Consultants of 
Conshohocken, Pennsylvania, works 
closely with AA in the matter of child 
alcoholism . She, too, b elieves alcohol 
can b e more deadly than d rugs.

"In comparison w ith drugs, there are 
p robably one and one-half times as 
many children on alcohol," she says, 
"and one reason it's so bad is because 
p eople are so d amned blind. The fal­
lacy is that all drug addicts sta rt on 
marijuana. In my experience, 90 per­
cent of the people started on cheap 
w ine, beer, any kind of b ooze they 
could get." 

~Is. Kaye h as b een working for 20 
years trying to prevent drug and alco­
hol abuse among the young . H er ex­
p erience h as given h er some insight as 
to why children b ecome drw,ks. 

"A psychologist would give you a list 
of reasons a foot long," she says, "but 
the answer is really terribly simple . 
Youngsters who b ecom e alcoholics have 
no self-respect. They d o not like them­
selves. They h aven' t been educated to 
like themselves, to m ake choices, and 
to accept the responsibility for living 
with the consequences of those choices." 

Ms. Kaye claims that when a child 
is confident of his own worth h e doesn't 
need the props of alcohol or drugs. But 
wh at happens to the ones who do b e­
come hooked on liquor? 

"They become either very h yperac­
tive or very sleepy," says Ms. Kaye. 
"Some of them can't function in school 
unless they have a drink. They sneak 
it at their homes. Nothing's important, 

nothing bothers them. T heir drinking 
p roblem is a problem for us, not for 
them. T hey're at the stage wh ere they 
en joy it. It's d oing the job. It's obPter­
ating reality. U ntil they realize it's a 
problem to themselves. the on!~, thing 
we can do is work \\· ith their parents. 

"And this presents problems nf its 
own. H ow many times have I heard 
th em say, 'I'd rathe r have my kid on 
b ooze than on drugs.' They won't ac­
cep t tha t alcohol is a drug, just be­
cause it's legal. Yet alcohol is the big­
gest drug p roblem we have. Still. many 
doctors and hospitals won't treat alco­
holism in children because they d on' t 
believe it exists." 

vVhat can b e clone to curb alcoholism 
in young people? H ow can parents and 
teachers impress upon youngsters the 
dangers of drinking? 

Authorities agree that the best pre­
ventive medicine is p arental su ccess in 
h elping children achieve self-esteem . As 
Southerby puts it: "You can have beau­
tiful children, but they can feel un­
lovely on the inside . And low esteem 
is one of the chief ch aracteris tics of 
young people wh o b ecom e addicted to 
alcohol." 

Southerby is critical of liquor adver­
tising that glamorizes alcohol with 
such deceiving ploys as picturing celeb­
rities p osing behind a b ottle and call-

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carpark and driveway!

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ing them " l'vfen of Distinction." 
"Conerned ci tizens should instead 

start a 'Men of Extinction' campaign, 
showing pictures of people who have 
been ravaged and destroyed b y the 
demon disease," he suggests. "It's terri­
ble the way the liquor industry has 
touted pop wines to the point that 
young people e(]uate them with Coke. 
Pop wine isn't the alcohol beverage 
choice of adults-it appeals to the teen­
age market. Liquor stores can't keep 
enough of the stuff in stock." 

Southerby urges an early start in al­
cohol education-the sooner the be tter. 
A few enlightened school districts have 
already aimed alcoholism prevention 
programs at children as young as kin­
dergarten age. But more must be done. 

"It's got to be done at the elementary 
school level," says Southerby, "where 
we can p revent the illness if we can 
help children avoid excessive behavior 
as they learn to make decisions. Even 
though alcoholism is an excessive be­
havior type of illness, these programs 
do not advocate abstinence from alco­
holic drinks, but rather moderation. 
They attempt to teach children to pur­
sue a life of moderation, not excessive 
behavior, in all their habits." 

Karen DeYoung, a reporter for the 
St. Petersbur'.?: (Florida) Times, re­
cently summarized the new concept 
in these words: 

"A new campaign has been started, 
based on the theory that what kids 
don't know about alcohol can hurt 
them. Its aim is education. Teach the 
children in the classroom exactly what 
is involved in drinking and allow them 
to make their own decisions. 

"Tell them why people in our soci­
ety drink-the good points and the bad. 
And tell them why and how alcohol 
affects the body and the mind. Let 
them discuss it in a calm atmosphere, 
without peer group pressure. Tell them 
what we now know about alcoholism; 
its causes, the steps to it, its cures." 

Ms. DeYoung pointed out that in 
1970 the Florida Legislature passed the 
Drug Abuse Education Act. Its pur­
pose is "to insure development of a 
comprehensive drug abuse education 
program-including alcohol and tobac­
co-for all ch ildren and youth from 
kindergarten through grade twelve." In 
addition to calling for regulnr instruc­
tion, the law recommends that quali­
fied individuals from education, medi­
cine, law enforcement and social ser­
vices be brought into the classroom to 
address students about drug use and 
abuse. 

Charles Lewers, coordinator of alco­
holism programs for the Mental Health 
Association of Pinellas County in Flor­
ida, is one of the experts. An alcoholic

YOU AND 
RETIREMENT 

by G. W. Weinstein 

BE A VOLUNTEER 
Do you want to feel needed? Useful? 

Productive? ·want to stay active and 
healthy? There's a one-word solution to 
post-retirement ills of all sorts: volunteer. 

The American Medical Assoc iation's 
Committee on Aging, discussing manda­
tory retirement, points to a di rect rela­
tionship between enforced idleness and 
poor health. "Chronic complaints," the 
Committee points out , "develop more 
frequently when a person is inactive and 
without basic interests." Yet you may 
not want another job after retirement. 
Volunteer work may be you r answer, as 
it has been the answer for thousands of 
other men. Volunteer work, following in 
the long tradition of American voluntar­
ism that started with neighborly barn­
raisings, offers the personal rewards _of 
new friends and new challenges, new vig­
or and a renewed sense of productivity. 

The need for volunteers- and your 
opportunity for service-is virtually end­
less, as educational and religious and so­
c ial welfare organizations of al l kinds ex­
pand their services to meet expanding 
needs. Your local hospital alone probably 
has at least a dozen tasks waiting to be 
done. If you like to work with people you 
can deliver books and messages to pa­
tients, staff a visitor reception desk or gift 
shop, or escort patients to X-ray; if you 
prefer less personal contact, you can 
type or f ile or fill pill bottles under a 
pharmacist's supervision. 

There is nothing quite as rejuvenating 
as working with young people, and most 
local schools welcome volunteers. You 
can teach English to foreign-born school­
children, work in a remedial reading or 
math program, or offer general assist­
ance to a classroom teacher. Or you can 
offer your services, on an occasional 
basis, to teach a special skill : woodwork­
ing or ceram ics or a foreign language. 
Some communities sponsor agencies 
which bring volunteers into the schools 
to talk about careers or hobbies or travel. 
And after-school youth groups always 
need leaders, and assistants, as wel l as 
resource people in various skills. 

Even if you are housebound yourself, 
you can fulfill a useful community func­
tion. One retired couple assists a com­
munity blood bank by keeping records of 
do~or blood types and telephoning to 
enl ist donors when there is a special 
need. Others help to run telephone re­
assurance services, making a daily tele-
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phone call, at a pre-arranged time, to ill 
or elderly people who l ive alone. The 
caller provides social contact, making 
small talk about the news of the day, 
and, even more important, notifies rela­
tives or authorities if the person does not 
answer the phone. Such services have 
been established in many communities, 
and can be established in yours. 

In addition to al l these opportunities 
for service-and your local United Fund 
or Volunteer Bureau can suggest more 
-ACTION, the umbrella agency which 
coordinates federal volunteer programs, 
offers many possibilities. If you want a 
full-time challenge, VISTA or the Peace 
Corps m ight be for you;. if part-t ime ser­
vice in your own community is your goal, 
RSVP probably has the answer. 

The Peace Corps, which trains Amer­
icans to serve overseas, requires a com­
mitment of two years. There is no upper 
age l imit and many volunteers are re­
tirees, including a former teacher from 
Montana now teaching in Thai land, and 
a former plumber from New Jersey now 
teaching p lumbing in Honduras. Not al l 
Peace Corps vol unteers teach, of course ; 
many help to improve agricul tural meth­
ods, work in health programs, develop 
local business skills. Couples may enroll 
together. The life is difficult, under often­
primitive conditions, but the potent ial sat­
isfaction is substantial. 

VISTA, Volunteers in Service to Amer­
ica, is the domestic counterpart of the 
Peace Corps. Volunteers-and right now 
some 300 are over 60- work in Amer­
ican communities on projects determined 
by local need. Some forty per cent of 
VISTA volunteers work in their own com­
munities, making VISTA particular ly at­
tractive for retirees. In Boston , a retired 
soc ial worker directs a telephone referral 
service in her own neighborhood, refer­
ring cit izens to available services. In 
Chicago, vol unteers, many both elderly 
and bilingual, seek out elderly ethnic res­
idents to tell them about benefits for 
which they are eligible. In San Antonio, 
volunteers are working in consumer and 
health education , and rec reational pro­
grams for teens and senior c itizens. 
VISTA volunteers teach grape-growing 
techniques, work in mental health cen­
ters, conduc t neighborhood surveys, es­
tabl ish credit unions, renovate housing, 
and more, much more.

Dozens 
of p ,1 vilions and other fac ili l it·s have 
been erected on the one-millio11 square 
meter ( 1,196,000 square ya rd ) com-
plex, and tourists swarmed onto the 
rtifid al islaml to see them. 

Fiv thousand miles to the west, 
~Jans ai-e underway to construct "At­
lantis in the Pacifie," a floating city 
three miles out of Honolulu. T he 25-
acre platform is expected to ucc·ommo­
date 40,000 visitors daily, as well as 
provide permm ent residences fo r 2,000 
people. 

Elsewhere, (·he Long Isla nd Sound 
Regional Study report has l'alled for 
construction of a recreational island in 
Pelham Bay, just 11orth of New York 
City. And in the North Sea in Europe, 
several offshore man-made islands are 
being planned . 

''A lot of people are sold on this 
i~ea of floating cities," observes John P. 
Cr® en, dean of marine programs at 
the, University of Hawaii and director 



of the "Atlantis in the .Pacific'' project. 
"l_t's on.ly a matter of time.. 1,mtU it be­
comes a world-wide trend ." . 

Certainly the cit~,-nn-the-sea concept 
has had an impressive beginning with 
the Aquapolis in Okinawa. The 15,680 
ton struc:tun· measures .14 I feet long. 
.328 feet wide, and 104 feet tall. Jt con­
sists _of three square decks built on 
three different levels, supported hy I6 
semi-submerged pillars. 1t is designed 
to withstand winds of 134 miles per 
hour and waves .38 feet high. 

At the recent E XPO '7.5, Aquapolis 
a ttracted up to 2,400 visitors at n time. 
most of whom reached the floating 
city via a 5-50-foot-long brid ge from 
shore. There is also a heliport on the 
artificial island. 

Aquapolis' main attrnc-tions are sea­
oriented exhibits, t racing the historv of 
the ocean and its inhabitants from · the 
earliest times to the p resent. Also. un­
der and around the eonnecting bridge, 
the wate rs have been stoeked with al­
most 50,000 yellowtail, sea bream, and 
other species of fi~h . 

Although E XPO ·75 ended Januarv 
18, Aquapolis will remain as a penn,;­
nent monument to man's ingenuity. 
Whi~e there are no definite plans y~t 
for its future use. th0 struchll'<" could 
easily be converted into a convention 
site. It already has large exhibition 
rooms, a spacious auditorium. and some 
observation galle ries. The structure is 
designed to he self-sufficient for vears 
to come, with its 0\\'11 in<lepe1~dent 
electric p mrnr facility and a manufae-

tw"ing device for pmifying water and 
sewage disposal. 

Construction began on the Japanese 
floating city in the fall of 1973. at a 
special dot·k near Hiroshima. Then in 
April of last year. it was towed to the 
exposition site by three tugboats. 

Although Aquapolis is now the 
world's only completed floating city. it 
is not the first to be conceived. In fact. 
the Honolulu city-on-the-sea proposal 
has been on the drawing hoards for 
several years. and the Japanese govern­
ment borrowed heavily from it in cre­
ating its own structure. 

Dr. Craven of the Universitv of H a­
waii belic\'es that the Okin~\\'a and 
1lonoluh1 projPc:ts c:oul<l open up the 
ocenns to human settilc-ment. ·•,ve dew 
our floating exposition a, a demonstra­
tion city," he explains. "In a non-fanci­
ful way. it would he something like 
Disneyland , whieh is a kind of demon­
stration ci ty in man\' wa\'s." 

Al though constr;1ctiQ1; has not yet 
hegun on the Hawaiian project . it will 
likely hec·ome a major tourist attrac­
tion. complete with international marine 
exhibits, restaurants. swimm ing areas, 
and hotel rooms for 8.000 guests. The 
floating island will accommodate 40.000 
visitors daily. as well as provide pe1m a­
nent residences for 2.000 people. 

Since everything on "Atlantis in the 
Pacific" will be within ,'30 minutes walk­
ing time. automobiles will probably h ~ 
banned on the 25 acre structure. A 
monorail or other rap id transit system 
will be available on the island, and the 
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floating city itself will be linked to 
Honolulu \'ia high-speed air and water 
transportation. 

"If people are going to live on float­
ing cities somed ay. it is essent ial that 
they have acc-ess to n , ·cry good transit 
svstem to move them to the m ainland,'' 
s~ggests Craven. "They should be able 
to get up in the morning, jump into a 
helicopter or a hydrofoil boat. and be 
in the renter of downtown within min­
utes." 

Originally, there were hopes that "At­
lantis in the Pacific" would he eom­
pleted by 1978, which is the 200th 
anniversarv of th~ d iscoverv of tht> 
H awaiian . islands by Captain Jame. 
Cook. But project engi11ee1·s now awet· 
that the target elate may not be real­
ized. since the source of construction 
funds is still not settled. 

The floating city concept was orig­
inallv launched in 1970 when the Ha­
waii. state legislature authorized Cnn:en 
to research the possibilities of holcl~ng 
a marine exposit ion at an offshore _s1~e 
Hv sp ring of the following year, a 1omt 
st~dy hegan under the auspices of tl~l· 
Universih· of Hawaii, the Ocenmc 
Foundati;m and the lf.S. Navy's Na\'nl 

·. db, Undersea Center. The report issue . 
the sh1dy group recommended an isln~d 
city floating on hollow legs of rem­
forced concrete. 

The final plans of "Atlantis in t he 
Pncific" indude an e laborate communi­
eations s\'Stem. which \\'ill allow resi­
dents of the artificial island to shop h~ 
computer ,vithout leaving 7heir l':ving 
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rooms. 'ewspapc rs will be d elivered 
throug h pne unrntic tubes. Hotels and 
rest,111rants will be unden\·atcr. allow­
i11g \·isilo rs lo d ine while wa tching fish 
swim bv. 

A syste m of p ulleys anchored to the 
,,cea 11 Floor will act11a lly rot.1 te the Ha­
"·a iia n floating c ity. as \\·ell as move 
it up and dow 11 a fi ve-mile t rack. Thus. 
a vi~Hor will be able to watch the sun 
rise i11 the eusl ,111d se t i11 the west 
from I lie sarnc hote l room. 

l\'ol long ago. the federal govem ­
ment's ;\.'atinna l Ocea nic and Atmos­
pheric Administration :1pp rnpriatcd 
885,000 to erect a one-twen tieth scale 
mode l of the prop osed floating city off 
Honolulu. The construc tion and la unch­
ing of that model. which weighs [ .50 
tons. became a comm u11it~, project to 
which man v f-law,1iians volu nteered 
their time. s ·tudents and rn ii ilary divers 
were eager lo offer their ass istance . 
Construc tion com pa11ies loaned the ir 
trucks and forklifts. The ·a vy supplied 
a lug to tow tltc mod el to sea. where 
it still remains floating in Kancohe Bay 
on the north shore of O ahu .

When the city-on-the-sea itself is fi­
nallv constructed. it will be stabilized in 
the, ocean by 350-foot-tall underwater 
pylons, which wiJI be bolted together 
and weighed clown with ballast. Three 
of these pylons will support a single 
block-long platform or "module." Ten 
of these modules will be fitted together 
in a circuJar pattern to form the float­
ing city. E ach of the 10 modules is ex­
pected to cost about $10 million to 
build. 

Despite the apparently high price 
lag, C raven nevertheless believes that 
when viewed in the proper perspec­
tive. the cost is not nearly so stagger­
ing. "The entire project will cost less 
tha n doing the same thing on land ," 
he observes. "And when I refer to cost, 
I'm also talking about the reduced toll 
11pon our environment if we do some 
of these things on the ocean floor as 
opposed to on land. 

"Offshore cities could be used for 
power plants, for example. W'e could 
burn coal on them without great detri­
mental e ffects upon our environment. 

'Tm absolutely convinced that float­
ing cities are the solution for many 
coastal-zone urban problems. We should 
be reserving the land for low-density 
fun ctions, like universities, government 
centers and golf courses. And the cities­
on-the-sea could handle the high-den-
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sity fun ctions, like condom iniums. office 
buildings, shopping centers, theaters, 
sports arenas, industrial plants. and 
power plants." 

Other observers of the offshore ci ty 
concept agree with Cra\·en. D r. Athel­
stan Spilhaus, a p rominent oceanogra­
pher and a fellow at the \ Vood row \ iVil­
son International Cente r for Scholars 
in \Vashington, D.C., b elieves that 
some floating islands could be utilized 
solely for industrial purposes, housing 
both petroleum re fineries and power 
plants. He foresees that the United 
States will need 58 ne w refin eries b y 
1980, and that they could be erected 
upon the coastal waters w ith only min­
imum environmental damage. 

Meanwhile, as the H awaiian p roject 
approaches actual construction, similar 
floating islands are being planned else­
where, including off Tew York C ity. 
The report recently issued by the Long 
Island Sound Regional Study asked that 
a recreational island be constructed 
by landfill in Pelham Bay. The study 
eaim arkecl the U .S. Corps of Engineers 
as the agency to build the island , b e­
ginning in 1978. 

The proposed island would include 
1.5 miles of beach, 200 picnic sites 
and 500 boat slips. It would be reached 
b y ferry.

Several months ago I made a senti­
mental journey home to Colorado, a 
wilderness land of pure air and unpol­
luted water, a peaceful world in which 
the wind sings softly through aspen· and 
fir, and the voice of a bird is as start­
ling as the cry of a jet. Caravans of 
vacationers share my devotion for the · 
columbine state, innocents who've been 
captivated by its awesome beauty. They 
arrive to inhale the freshness of the 
land in springtime and to fish and 
camp during summer; others witness the 
spectacle of Colorado's fall foliage and 
remain to ski the Rockies during win­
ter's finest hour. 

On thfa recent journey I boarded the 
Denver & Rio Grande's famed narrow­
gauge railroad and traveled to Silver­
ton, the storied mining town in the 
lovely San Juans. The train crawled 
through valleys and forests and came 
to a standsti ll beside the River of Lost 
Souls. Later I crossed the state by car, 
camping i.n its national parks and ex­
ploring dozens of old mining towns.

Obviously, I had to cap­
ture the whole plant so the rhizome 
wouldn' t escape . 

I gave the cattail a mighty swack 
with my 20-year-old Hoy Scout knife. 
which promptly buckled. Angered, I 
hacked. wrestled . and worried the 
plants into submission. 

vVhen I returned to shore, I stuffed 
the 6-foot reeds into a grocery sack. 
where they waved around like berserk 
danger flags on the rear of an overload. 

Meanwhile, Jane h ad skimmed 
through the field guide. She announced 
that she was going up the hill to look 
for watercress, b ecause she'd read that 
we could use it for a green salad, a 
cooked vegetable, a casserole, a sand­
wich, and tea . Add a couple of Tootsie 
Rolls, she said, and we'd have a com­
plete meal. 

Soon I found a b onanza of small fo­
liage. J crouched in the middle of the 
patch and noted the green color, the 
three leaves. and white berries. Using 
my field guide checklist. I was just in 
the process of determ ining whether the 
leaves were paired oppositely or alter­
nately on the stem, when Jane returned 
and asked, ·'vVhy are you sitting in 
poison ivy?" 

For the record. mv lurch out of the 
patch was quite adrc;it. It was the sub­
sequent double-some rsault that tore m~• 
jumpsu it, bloodied my arm , and 
sprained my ankle . 

Jane administered first aid and ad­
mitted that her enthusiasm for my 
project was running low. "Listen to 
these plant names I fou nd in your 
hook," she ordered. "Skunk cabbage. 
pign11t, horsetail. sour grass, prickly 
pear, hog brake, and-ycch! I can't 
stand it!- deer tongue." 

T promised we wouldn' t eat anv of 
those plants even if thev were co~ked 
h y an international gou1~1et society. 

Since my adven ture was stalled. I 
decided to take a plant. any plant. and 
try to ide ntify it from the books. just 
For practice. Jane dutifull y brought me 
a fl ora specimen. 

After studying it for a prolonged 
time, I finally p roclaimed. "This is 
definitely a pokewcccl , or an elm tree, 
or a chrysanthemum." \ Ve began to 
realize that we had a problem. 

Then we Found nettles. Mv books 
said the roots produce yellow d ye. the 
mature stems can be used for Fishing 
lines ( one uses the thorns of the haw-

One of the most colorful Americans in history, J Samuel Houston semd this nation in many ca­
pacities. He was Governor of two states ... Tenn­
essee and Texas .. . and was the first President of 

. ,_., • [t~ r~~~~b~}c ti~~ ~~;;:~r~fti_i~~~e J~~i~~~ a1my to the 
Houston was born i~ Virginia in 1793, the son 

of a veteran of the Revolutionary \ Var. vVhen his father died in 1807 his 
mother took he!· nine children to what is now East Tennessee and settled 
on a 400 acre Fann she bough t. 

Young Sam didn't take to f.uming ... he thought the nearb y Chero­
kee Indians had a much better w ay of life, so a t the age of 15 he ran 
away from home. He was found uving with the Cherokees whe re he had 
been adopted b y their chief and among whom he was known as "The 
Raven." He lived among them for three years, returning home at the age 
of 18. H ~ w'.1s one of th~ b est friends the Indians ever had throughout the 
rest of Ins life and contmually fought for their causes, though with little 
success. 

During the War of 1812, young Sam served in the Tennessee :\1ilitia 
under another Tennessean, Andrew Jackson. He rema ined in the Armv 
until 1818 and then resigned his commission, returned to :\lashville and 
began to study law. 

He entered politics in 1823 and ran for Congress. So popular was he, 
that he was unopposed and was re-elected in 182,5. \Vhen he comple ted 
the second term, he returned home and was elected Governor of Tenn­
essee in 1827. He then married the daughter of one of the most influ­
ential and wealthy families in the state, a move which completely al tered 
his life. 

In just three months. the b ride returned to her home, the marriage was 
broken and Houston resigned as Governor. He seemed to turn h is back 
on all his friends, and returned to live among his old dear friends, the 
Cherokee Indians. 

He opened a trading post, married a friend from his boyhood and for 
some six vears worked on behalf of his Indian frien ds, many times going 
to Wash i1igton to plead on their behalf. . 

\Vhen his former ArmY chief, Andy Jackson, became P resident, Hous­
ton was commissioned to go to Texas to negotia te a treaty with the Co­
manches. Texas was then a part of ;\lexico. Houston soon became in­
volved in the troubles between the American settlers and Mexico and h e 
decided in 1835 to remain in T exas. 

Stephen F. Austin , a prominent Texas colonizer _who _founded some of 
the principal settlements in the s tate, went to :\1ex1co City to _pres1::n~ the 
demands of the settlers to become a state. He was thrown mto J.UI b y 
General Santa Anna. When the news reached T exas. they declared then~­
selves independent and Sam Hous~on _was_ chos~n as commander of their 
arm\·. He had some 7-!3 raw recruits 111 h is entire Army. , 

Ail 188 of the Texans at the Alamo were killed b y Santa Anna s army 
of 3,000 \fexican troops; three week~ later the ~ exans l_os~ all ~00. de­
fenders of Goliad. Houston began fall mg back while rebmlc~mg his a1 my. 
He lured Santa Anna into following h is small army to San Jacmto, la_unched 
a surprise attack and defeated the \ l~xicans,_ who outnumb~red hun 2 to 
] , captured Santa Anna and forced him to sign a treaty which led to the 
independence of Texas. . . 

H e was elected as the first President of the n~w republic, re~elected 
to a second term and then, after Texas was admitted to the Unwn , be-
came one of its first t\\·o U. S. Senators. . . . . . 

1 E \·en though he fou ght hard against d1v1dmg_ the nation m to North and 
South. which led to the Civil War, he w,:s sttl! popular en ough among 
Texans to be elected GoYemor of th~ state 111 l~-:J9. H e

worked :o p'.·event 

Texas from seceding from the Un ion, but fa iled. "hen he 1efused to 
swear allegi.mce to the Confederacy he was deposed. 

Houston died two years later in Huntsville. July 26, 1863. Had he lived 
two or three more years, he would have seen his position vindicated.

SHOULD YOU HAVE YOUR OWN BUSINESS? 

Many of the "business opportunities" 
ads include such urgent warnings as 
"DON'T DELAY! ACT NOW! These Choice 
Dealerships Are Going FAST!" Such ads 
are mainly addressed to individuals who 
know li ttle or nothing about the realities 
of business. And many of the "Terrific 
Opportunities!" they claim to be offer­
ing are nothing more than fast-buck pro­
motional schemes. In her column of De­
cember 17, the widely-read financial 
writer Ms. Sylvia Porter cautioned 
strongly against two such schemes-the 
"vending machine route" and the "mer­
chandise rack route" operations. Most 
of them are gyp operations. And the 
average person isn't qualified to pick out 
the few honest ones. 

Never rush into some seemingly good 
"business opportunity." There are and 
will continue to be many genuinely good 
business opportunities for the individual 
who is adequately prepared to take ad­
vantage of one of them. 

Let's say that you're firmly resolved 
not to rush into self-employment. What 
are some key points you should consider 
very carefull y in thinking about becom­
ing self-employed? 
The Big Questions . 

Is sel f-employment really a suitable 
role for you at all? If so, then w~at kind 
of self-employment would be rrght for 
you? 

To get reliable answers to th?se key 
questions, you need several kinds of 
knowledge. You need to have a good 
knowledge of yourself. What do you real­
ly want? How much_ ~ffort-and how 
much risk-are you w1ll1ng to undertake 
to achieve your goals? What are your 
personal strengths and I imitations? Be 
honest with yourself. 

You also need to have a good knowl­
edge of the actualities of whatever types 
of self-employment may attract you. 
Some "Be Your Own Boss !" ad may in­
vite you to "Make BIG Mo~ey F

~ST in 

Your Own Mail-Order Business. But 
how much do you really know about 
the actualities of mail-order merchan­
dising- especially as it is today? 

Besides all this, you need .~o develop 
an accurate picture of your total sup­
porting resources for self-employment 
purposes." Your financia_l resources 
would ordinarily have to _include both 
money to use in your business venture 
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itself and funds for supporting yourself 
and your family while you're getting your 
business enterprise going_ Two other 
headings to consider are "Sales Ex­
perience" and "Management Exper­
ience." Perhaps you will have to enter 
"None" under one or both of those head­
ings in making your review. That by 
itself wouldn't necessarily exclude you as 
a prospect for successfu l sel f-employ­
ment. But it would mean that certain 
kinds of self-employment would not be 
right for you. At least not as a start. 

There are many different kinds of self. 
employment. But there are only a few 
basic avenues for becoming sel f-em­
ployed. 
The Basic Avenues 

Let's say that you do not wish to be­
come a franchisee but do wish to become 
self-employed in some way that wi ll pro­
vide you with "a good income" r ight from 
the start. 

Then you had better be financially pre­
pared to buy into some already success­
ful business which has good prospects 
for continu ing success and is also the 
right kind of business for you. And unless 
you are already solidly experienced in 
that type of business, the arrangements 
should include fi rm and c lear provisions 
for you to receive adequate training and 
guidance from the present owner or own­
ers of the business. 

Any such business opportunity should 
be thoroughly investigated for you by a 
lawyer, an accountant, and your banker. 
Even they might have difficulty determin­
ing the actual value of the business and 
its overall prospects for remaining suc­
cessful. 

Now let's look at the field of franchis­
ing. In its recent report on "Franchising 
in the Economy, 1973-1975," the U.S. 
Department of Commerce presented a 
fairly favorable overall picture of the eco­
nomics of the franchising industry. But 
by no means are all franchise offerings 
genuinely good business opportunities. 
And all too many of the bad ones are 
out-and-out gyp operations. Another im­
portant point is this: There really aren't 
a lot of genuinely good franchise oppor­
tunities for the man who: (a) has very 
little capi tal to invest; (b) has no sales 
experience and no management experi­
ence; (c) does not convincingly exhibit 
"management capability potential." ■

In Europe. oceanograph 0 r Jacques 
Cousteau is making plans to erect a 2½ 
acre artificial island in the North Sea, 
between Holland and England. It will 
sen ·e as an industrial site, used for a 
chemical facilitv that will treat wastes 
from manufact~ring plants now pollut­
ing the area. The island will be built 
by pouring tons of sand into the shallow 
sea along Holland's continental shelf. 
The projected completion date of the 
site is 1980. 

Cousteau is also preoarinu; to con­
struct a prototype steel and concrete 

structure that w ill b e permanently 
anchored in the :!-'1editerranean Sea, 
about five miles off \Jonte Carlo. He 
hopes to eventually build several larger 
islands, turning them into floating re­
s01ts, complete with hotels, apartments, 
restaurants and shops. 

Some of the blueprints for the new 
floating islands are proposing that they 
be used as the site of airports. The cur­
rent interest in airports on water has 
grown out of the congestion crisis that 
airports are now fac.:ing throughout the 
world.

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T he Ralph M. Parsons Co., a Los 
Angeles-based engineering and con­
stru<.:tion firm , recently completed a 
comprehensive study of airports for the 
U.S. government, and concluded that 
offshore airports are " inevitable" as 
land becomes m ore scarce and air con­
gestion increases. Ximeno Tejada, the 
Parsons airport business developm ent 
representative. states, "Offshore air­
ports can he built and will he built , de­
spite what appears at this time to be 
prohibitive costs." 

In San Diego. the possibility of an 
"aquaport" has been discussed, and 
some local officials have called the 
concept "exciting and imaginative." 
Designed by two local architects, the 
proposal calls for the airport to b e 
buil t atop concrete modules measur­
ing 80 feet long and 60 feet wide. 
Buoyancy would be provided by poly­
styrene with in the modules. T he ter­
minal would be located rn miles off­
shore. 

New York City's Master Plan has 
recommended serious consideration of 
an aquaport about three miles south of 
the Rockaway peninsula. One sugges­
tion is that the New York offshore 
facili ty would be three times the size 
of Kennedy International Airport. It 
would cost $2 b illion, and cover more 
than 21 square miles. built atop landfill 
dumped into the 40-foot-deep waters. 

In addition to airports on the ocean. 
there have also been proposals to lo­
cate them on the Great Lakes near both 
C:hicago and Cleveland. The Chicago 
site would be in Lake :\ lichigan, and 
c~llln~cted to the city's south side b y 
six mile.~ of b ridges and tunnels. 

Oceanographer Athelstan Spilhaus 
believes that if offshore airports a re 
eventually built, hotels could be erect­
ed right on the same artificial islands. 
"Hotels at airports on land have to be 
insulated from aircraft noise," explains 
Spilhaus. "\ \That better insulator could 
!here he than seawater . H otel accom­
modations could be built within the 
huge floats or pylons beneath the sea 
surface. Travelers would t ruly have an 
ocean view-from below." 

Spilhaus insists that the sea offers 
man his greatest opportunity to expand, 
and foresecs man-m ade islands be ing 
~1sed f'.w cities, resorts, airports, and 
111d11stnal purposes. "The sea offers 
man spac:e-space close to the crowded 
C"oasts. space close to thf' majoritv of 
the world's c:itics. space close to· the 
terminals of world trade," he says. 

C raven of the University of Hawaii 
is also very optimistic ahout the future 
of artificial islands. "Over the next 40 
to -50 years. there will be an evolution 
toward floating cities, and they will be 
loeatf'd everywhere. There's no doubt 
in my mind t·hat it will happen." ■

Grand Junction- Lies on the \•Vestern 
Slope 260 miles southwest of Denver 
in a mile-deep valley-a petrified ocean 
bottom 600 million years old. Rising to 
the north are the awesome Book Cliff 
Mountains, and to the west is Colorado 
National Monument with its blood red 
canyon walls. 

Gunnison-In the area of Gunnison 
are more than 1300 miles of fishing 
streams as well as dozens of lakes.

Vail-\¥ hat ca1i one say about Vail 
that hasn't already been said? As Pres­
ident Ford's favorite vacation retreat , 
it receives headlines around the world. 
Vail was d esigned to match the cha1m 
of a European alpine village. E xcellent 
skiing, comfortable inns and lodges, 
fine restaurants. In summertime there 
are jeep tours, golf, tennis, gu ided 
hikes, fishing and journeys b y gondola 
to the 11,250-foot summit of Vail 
Mountain. Vail is tucked among the 
Rockies llO miles west of D enver and 
150 miles east of Grand Junction. ■

SCORE, the Service Corps of Retired 
Executives, enlists retired businessmen 
to work with the Small Business Admin­
istration in providing know-how to strug­
gling small businesses. There is no pay, 
but out-of-pocket expenses can be re­
imbursed. 

If your income is limited, you may vol­
unteer for pay: Foster Grandparents and 
Senior Companions, working twenty hours 
a week with either children or the elder­
ly, receive a small stipend for their ser­
vices. 

RSVP, the Retired Senior Volunteer 
Program, enlists men and women over 
age 60 in community service; through 
agencies in all fifty states, RSVP is lo­
cally planned, operated, and controlled. 
RSVP can use as much time as you 
choose to give, and builds on what you 
like to do-which may or may not be 
related in any way to your previous occu­
pation. A retired dentist, for example, 
not at all interested in a suggested as­
signment doing preventive dentistry in 
a nursery school, is happily teaching 
bridge to senior citizens instead. 

Under a new "Living History" program, 
linked to the Bicentennial, volunteers are 
visiting schools, sharing their memories 
with children who would otherwise learn 
about the past only second-hand, if at 
all. Other RSVP volunteers, some 150,000 
of them around the country, take meals 
to shut-ins, visit nursing home patients, 
teach the handicapped to swim, provide 
free income tax counseling for senior citi­
zens, and test schoochildren's eyesight. 
These may be the same kind of volun 
teer jobs you could find on your own 
but when RSVP is involved, there are 
several advantages: you are sure to get 
any necessary training, accident and lia 
bil ity insurance are provided, and trar)s 
portation is arranged when needed. You 
don't have to be stuck at home when 
there is an RSVP agency nearby. 

Don't volunteer in anticipation of eco 
nomic benefits. But the non-economic 
benefits are very real. A study done in 
connection with one ACTION program re 
vealed some of these benefits: 52% o 
the volunteers reported improved health; 
88% reported feeling less isolated; 94% 
reported a feeling of usefulness to others; 
and 95% reported increased satisfaction 
with life. Whether you work with school­
children or the elderly, stuff envelopes 
for a polit ical campaign or raise funds for 
any one of a number of wort~y organiza­
tions, you have a lot to gain. And you 
have a lot to give. As the RSVP slogan 
puts it: "You've learned a lot in 60 years 
of living. Don't keep it to yourself." ■
